II. STRATEGIC ISSUES

· IT Consolidation:  November 19, 2010 is conference call for monthly update.  Department of State’s negotiations have reached the Cabinet Secretary level.  Prioritization of projects.  DELDOT and Department of Finance signed Memorandum of Understanding for January, 2011 skills assessment.
