CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Kemp called the meeting to order at 9:50 a.m.





REVIEW OF CURRENT RULES AND PRACTICE
Each subcommittee member was provided a binder which included the NCEES Model Law/Rules, DE Professional Land Surveyor Statute/Rules/Regulations, and various other sources of documentation in order to conduct the initial discussion.  Examples of various other documentation included a document of how to create rules and regulations as well as the Land Surveyor In Training Program from the DE Department of Labor (DOL). 
Mr. Early began the discussion with the stated purpose of bringing the subcommittee together.  Mr. Early stated the purpose as defined is to review the current licensure requirements as those requirements related to the NCEES Model Rules and Law that was developed in 2005.

Under the current DE Professional Land Surveyor Statute, Title 24, Section 2708, 
Mr. Szymanski, stated there were five ways to be licensed.  The concern of the subcommittee centered for this meeting on the 10 year experience licensure requirement.   The subcommittee was in agreement that a recommendation should be made to the board to lower the number of years of experience required.  The subcommittee felt that six years of experience would be adequate however an additional education requirement should be built into the current rules and regulations. The requirement of education could be either an approved program by the board or course specific.   Mr. Sellers agreed that most land surveyors are obtaining some type of education coupled with experience when they make application to the board for licensure. 
Mr. Sellers further stated that his concern was how best to phase in this requirement for future applicants who may be in close proximity to fulfilling the experience licensure requirement with only experience and who did not have the required education.  Mr. Kemp stated that he would not be adverse to supporting a minimum number of years with education however the education should include an avenue for licensure by degree and experience, as well as by courses and experience.
Peggy Foreit will illicit the assistance of the NCEES to send a letter to state member boards who have phased in education and experience requirements to see how these state board accomplished the task.  A sample note will be developed by Peggy Foreit and reviewed by the subcommittee to accomplish the solicitation from member boards before the next meeting in October, 2006.
Mr. Sellers also expressed concern that the DE Professional Engineers continue to perform land surveying practice.  Mr. Sellers stated that the statute of the Professional Engineers does not state that land surveying is a practice within the scope of the licensure.  Mr. Kemp stated that this will be discussed at the regular scheduled board meeting on September 21st, 2006.

DISCUSSION OF CHANGES NEEDED TO RULES AND REGULATIONS













A Land Surveyor In Training (LSIT) Licensure was discussed by the subcommittee. Most subcommittee members expressed concern that the licensure not take on the appearance of being a journey type license like that issued for plumbers, electricians, etc.  The subcommittee expressed concern that the Land Surveyor In Training Licensure be seen as a professional stepping ladder to ultimate Professional Land Surveyor Status.  
Peggy Foreit will include in the letter to state member boards a question asking where statutes or rules and regulations concerning their program of LSIT may be located.
