The third party vendor can only provide service (deal) for the Texas Hold’em Tournament but they can rent the equipment for the other games listed above.

The Board of Gaming reviewed the Application for Tournament submitted by Delaware Veterans, Inc. Post #2.  Mr. Mosher made a motion seconded by Mr. Neeman to approve the application contingent upon receipt of the IRS tax exemption letter.  The motion passed with Mr. Mancus opposing.

The board indicated that they need the non-profit organizations input and support to make any necessary changes to current laws.

Mr. Long also distributed copies of an email from Mr. Mancus pertaining to a memorandum that will be drafted for James Collins, Director in reference to issues that the board may want to address.
Joyce Talley informed the board that she is interested in becoming a limited liability company and is organizing a third party vendor company “Premier Poker”.
