Call to Order
· Determination of Quorum:  A quorum is present

· Mark Kondelis was present to discuss two (2) Level I applications.

· Both applicants passed the Level I exam.
· Applicant’s titles are Inspector and Assistant Inspector.
· Work hand and hand with maintenance and at times with the operators.
· Discussion ensued regarding job duties, level of responsibility and the Regulations.
· Mark advised that operations is in their job descriptions and will provide copy to the Board.

· Once Glenn receives job descriptions and the requested additional documentation, will forward via e-mail to BOC members for feedback and copy for the file.

· Operator log and at the end of the OIT operator year needs a signed statement from supervisor and corresponding log books.
· Glenn discussed licensing logistics and advised that the OIT Documentation Form needs to be reviewed and a supervisor statement of verification added.

· Contract Op Situation

· By definition, the DRC is in charge of the wastewater treatment plant or major segment thereof.

· Question was raised regarding two licensees working as (for example) DRC at one facility, DRC at a second facility and back up at a third facility.

· Glenn advised that both licensees get the same number of points; however the facility designates total points applicable.

· Glenn advised the point system was developed to limit the number of complex facilities a licensee can work at.
· An operator who is assigned as the primary DRC for a facility, shall be assigned the Regular Operator Points for that facility’s Classification Type.  If the operator is assigned as primary DRC for more than one facility, he/she will carry the regular operator points for each facility type.  For example: if the operator is primary DRC for a Type B facility and for a Type C facility, the operator would be assigned at total of 15 Regular Operator Points (10 + 5).  If this same operator is assigned as a back-up operator at an additional Type B facility, the operator would be assigned an additional five (5) backup operator points.

· All point assignments are guided by the policy “Approval of Certified Operator to Operate More Than One Wastewater Treatment Facility” and specifically Section C “Limitations”.  An operator may be approved to operate in DRC any combination of facilities provided the total accumulation of Regular Operator Points does not exceed 25 regular points.  An operator in DRC at a Type A or Type B facility may, in addition, serve as a backup operator at a maximum of no more than two wastewater facilities other than the ones currently operated and provided the total accumulation of backup points does not exceed 20 backup points.

· Only time served as a regular DRC operator can be used for calculating actual DRC experience (for licensing advancement purposes).  DRC experience is not acknowledged when an operator is listed as a “Backup DRC”; experience is credited only when the operator is actually the regular DRC.

· Updates

· Glenn advised that communication with the licensees is improving and the day to day administration of the program is improving.

· In the future SWDS will be working on reclassifications.  Glenn advised that GWDS is doing reclassifications when they do annual inspections of the smaller systems.
