The Board of Gaming reviewed the Individual License Application submitted by Bryan Miick.  Mr. Mosher made a motion seconded by Mr. Neeman to deny the application.   The motion was unanimously carried.
Executive session adjourned at 2:04 p.m.

The Board of Gaming recessed at 2:07 p.m. for Mr. Mancus, Vice Chairman and Chris Spizzirri, DAG to conduct research on an IRS determination letter submitted by Local #782 Plumbers and Pipefitters that indicated their tax exempt status as 501 (c)(9).  At 2:15 p.m. the meeting was back in session and Mr. Mancus indicated that tax exempt status 501 (c)(9) does not meet the requirements under Article II §17B of the State Constitution.
The Board of Gaming reviewed the Application for Tournament submitted by Local #782 Plumbers and Pipefitters.  Mr. Neeman made a motion seconded by Mr. Mosher to propose to deny the application based on the following:

1. The organization submitted the IRS determination letter, which indicated that their organization is currently exempt under §501(c) (9) of the Internal Revenue Code as a voluntary employees' beneficiary association (VEBA). A VEBA is an organization organized to pay life, sick, accident, and similar benefits to members or their dependents, or designated beneficiaries if no part of the net earnings of the association inures to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual. Therefore, as a “VEBA” the organization does not meet the requirements imposed upon the Board by Article II §17B of the State Constitution. 
The motion was unanimously carried.

Public Comment

Jim Greene, Citizens Hose Company, Inc. questioned the Board about whether or not if organizations can list the proposed dollar amounts on the applications.  Mr. Mancus explained that the proposed rule amendments must be entered into the Registered of Regulations for thirty (30) days than a public hearing must be held to approve the proposed rule amendments.
