Review the Draft of the Rules and Regulation Changes
The Board reviewed the draft of the rules and regulation changes related to the online renewal, attestation, and post audit. Renewed Motion to Dissolve Dr. Kimberly Bristow’s Probation

Ms. Banta made a motion, seconded by Dr. Biddle to approve a six month internship for Christopher Brennan contingent upon receiving additional information regarding his internship.  The Board needs to know whether or not this internship will be completed while he is a resident at a school of optometry in Pennsylvania.  In addition, the Board also needs additional information regarding the supervision for the duration of his internship.  The motion was carried unanimously.
Dr. Maschauer made a motion, seconded by Dr. Simon to approve a six month internship for William Velardi, however proposed to deny his application for reciprocity as a Therapeutic Optometrist.  The Board has reviewed the statutes and regulations governing the practice of optometry in New Jersey, and has concluded that those statutes and regulations do not provide for standards and scope of licensure equal to or greater than those of Chapter 21, Title 24 of the Delaware Code.  The motion was carried unanimously.
Dr. Simon made a motion, seconded by Dr. Maschauer to table the six month internship for Steven Zeidman to the next Board meeting pending clarification on his internship, however proposed to deny his application for reciprocity as a Therapeutic Optometrist.  The Board has reviewed the statutes and regulations governing the practice of optometry in Maryland, and has concluded that those statutes and regulations do not provide for standards and scope of licensure equal to or greater than those of Chapter 21, Title 24 of the Delaware Code.  The motion was carried unanimously.
