Disciplinary Hearing for Charles Thompson

Ms. Sapp was sworn in and testified that she hired Mr. Thompson, who was an acquaintance of her son, assumed he was a license holder and could install a Jacuzzi and pool; a final inspection was never completed. She was unable to contact or locate Mr. Thompson .and had to hire another electrician to complete. 
Ms. Sapp answered questions from the Board. 

There were no further witnesses.

OTHER BUSINESS BEFORE THE BOARD

Mr. Sharp received a letter from the American Inspection Agency, Inc. on their recommendation of low-voltage licensing and required inspections in Delaware. The Board agreed with the recommendation and the scope of practice definition for low-voltage licensing and will consider this language when developing statute changes. 

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. and Mrs. Jordan addressed the Board in reference to a complaint that they filed with the Division concerning hazardous work performed by a licensed electrician. The electrician was sanctioned by the Board; however, they received no compensation from the Board for their loss so they took him to JP Court. They won their case and again received no compensation, so they attempted to pursue compensation through his insurance company. The liability insurance required by this Board, only gives compensation if there is damaged as a result of negligence of the licensee. 

The Jordan’s are asking that the Board re-evaluate their insurance requirements so that they better protect the public.
