The agenda for the hearing, which is subject to change, is as follows:

1. Applicant:  - Denco, Inc.  - The Applicant is requesting a loan in the amount of $500,000 from the Delaware Strategic Fund.  The Applicant proposes to use the proceeds for the research and development of a prototype sterile connection device to be utilized in the medical industry.  Denco’s facility is located in Wilmington, Delaware.
2. Applicant:  - Dade Behring, Inc.  - The Applicant is requesting a grant in the amount of $1,254,000 from the Delaware Strategic Fund.  The Applicant proposes to use the proceeds for cost reimbursement associated with the relocation of a portion of its operations to Delaware and of which a portion of the grant will be used for capital expenditures and will be performance based for new hires.
3. Applicant:  - Sky-Trax Inc.  - The Applicant is requesting a loan in the amount of $50,000 from the Delaware Strategic Fund and a loan in the amount of $50,000 from the Emerging Technology Seed Fund/Phase II program.
