I. REVIEW OF JANUARY MINUTES
A motion was made by Ms. Marian Bhate and seconded by Mr. Mark Bunitsky  to approve the January 24, 2012 minutes.

II. DEVELOPMENT
PROJECT STATUS REPORT OVERVIEW
· CJIS Hosting Environment:  Preliminary work has started.  This will be the main start-up program for the web applications and it will be something that will be utilized in the DELJIS apps.
· COGNOS Upgrade:  Started.  Ms. Bell stated that DELJIS renewed their licenses and purchased more user licenses.  Ms. Walsh asked if it was possible for new fields to be added for the JP court:  charge, disposition, police agency and arrest dates.  Ms. Bell advised Ms. Walsh to submit in writing to her and/or Ms. Gedney what fields they want added and what cubes they are in. 
· DMV Look-up to SQL Files:  Not started.  Eventually DMV is coming off the Mainframe and a new interface will be built to the SQL data base.  It’s a five year plan but temp tags are coming off in August or September.  DMV is going to build the SQL calls but they still have to integrate the responses back into our applications.  .
· E-Ticket Enhancements:  Not started.  This is the web view of carriers, the IDR (Impaired Driver Report), we need to develop a search router for that and we need the night operation views.  
· Firearm Transaction Point of Sale:  Preliminary work has started. This is an NCHIP programs that identifies records that disqualify people for the purchase of firearms:  domestic related, etc.  We are going to be flagging the records in CJIS to make it easier for our partner agencies and the federal government agrees to disqualify a firearms purchase.  
· Gun Court Future Notice of Arrests:  Not started.  Judge Kuhn and the Department of Justice want notices sent to their respective offices for gun court candidates that reoffend while on probation, however the Public Defender and DYRS are opposed to that.  More discussion will be needed.
· Data Exchange with Maryland DOC:  Test file sent to Maryland October 13, 2011.  Ms. Bell stated that she received a phone call that DELJIS would be working also with Pennsylvania and West Virginia for data exchange.   
· HB 177 Expungement Bill:  Completed January 1, 2012.  Ms. Bell has been getting numerous calls regarding this project.  This is for Probation Before Judgment, Diversion or First Offender Program and for anything done after January 1.  People have a hard time understanding that DELJIS does not keep the charges removed through normal expungement.  
· Jury System for DOJ On-Line:  Assigned.  This will allow the Department of Justice to go via hyper link and can view the driving record and the criminal history.   It will be the same kind of match routines but it will be hyper links.  This is planned to be used with an I-Pad.
· Mental Health Records:  Decision just made to utilize DELJIS for this work issue with a deadline of 6/30/2012.  This is for NICS to get the records to the FBI for people who are disqualified from the purchase or owning a firearm due to a mental health restriction.  DELJIS is also going to be moving the mental health records, the 8007, to a special file.   This project needs to be completed per law by June 30, 2012.  
· New Rape Crime Codes:  Completed January 9, 2012 and in production.
· Police Fund for Delaware Civil Statutes:  Implementation scheduled for 1/23/2012.  This is if you had a cell phone or seat belt violation, the $15.00 fund to Combat Violent Crimes was added to that.  After legal review the fund was removed from these charges.  
· Sex Offender Web Application:  Database design is in progress.  Review of code and changes being addressed.  That will be when a sex offender comes in, it will be a double monitor system where they can look at the screen while they are being intaked at SBI.  The information will be updated.  
· Web Site Common Look and Feel:  Not started.
AUTOMATED SYSTEM USAGE REPORT
Statistic reports are attached.  This report goes out to all the local police departments so they are very happy that we’ve created this new report that we’ve had in effect for a while.  

III. OPERATIONS
Maintenance:
There are 22 open requests, 2 new requests and 4 closed requests.

IV. SYSTEM QUALITY AND ACCESSIBILITY

V. OLD BUSINESS
· IDR – The new Impaired Driver Report has been released to approximately 20 officers in the field who will be testing the new report.  Should these officers elect, training will be offered but the report is very intuitive and easy to use. A print version for the Department of Justice has been created.
· Officers have been doing a criminal summons that has a criminal charge and a traffic charge together.  DELJIS is instituting code to stop that from going forward.  If you want to charge on one charging document, you need to do a warrant.  
· Wanted person validations.  Ms. Gedney has sent out lists to the agencies of records that have not been validated and will be purged in March.  Ms. Bell and Ms. Gedney have noticed that people are doing really good validating felony level NCIC records.  They are not doing as well in validating local records or watch records.  If DOC has a watch record in the system that says Home Confinement, notify police if any contact is made.  They have to validate that record as well. 
VI. NEW BUSINESS
