CALL TO ORDER

Ms. Bardol called the meeting to order at 2:18 p.m.

REVIEW OF MINUTES
The Board reviewed the March 21, 2007 minutes. Mr. Weymouth requested that the minutes be formatted to include a numbering system that is consistent with the agenda. Ms. Hampton advised that the format of the minutes is consistent among all of the Boards and Commissions at the Division. She advised that the decision would have to be up to Mr. Collins to change the format. Ms. Hopkins made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jackson to approve the minutes as submitted. The motion was unanimously carried.

Discussion on Proposed Revisions to Rules & Regulations
Mr. Kerber advised he is still working on final draft. He will have the final draft available at the next meeting. 
Status of Draft Letter from Passed Legislation – H.B. 311
Mr. Kerber advised that he will review the cover letter submitted at the March 21, 2007 meeting and will report to the Board at the next meeting. 
Report on Status of Joint  Architecture and Engineer Advisory Committee (JAC) – Ms. Bardol
Ms. Bardol reported that the JAC did not meet recently. Therefore, she had no report.  
Discussion on Sussex County Seal Requirements
Mr. Kerber reported that he was still awaiting a response. He will give an update once a response is received from the letter he sent concerning a Sussex County Ordinance that was in violation of the law. 
Discussion on Board Administered Training
Ms. Hopkins requested that the Board members email her with ideas on discussion items for the Board administered training. 

Discussion on NCARB’s Direct Registration Option
Ms. Hampton summarized NCARB’s Direct Registration Option and advised that it will reduce the paperwork for the administrative staff. NCARB would handle all exam applications and score information. Once a candidate has passed all portions of the ARE, then an application would be submitted to the Board for consideration of licensure. This process would not be initiated until after the Board’s Rules & Regulations have been revised to be consistent with NCARB’s rolling clock. Mr. Weymouth made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jackson to approve the Direct Registration Option. The motion was unanimously carried. 

Ms Bardol left at 2:42 p.m. Ms. McCool presided over the rest of the meeting. 

Reconsideration of Proposal to Deny Application 

The Board proposed to deny John S. Smith for licensure by direct application due to there not being evidence of an NAAB approved professional degree. Mr. Smith submitted an official transcript showing that an NAAB approved professional degree was granted. Mr. Weymouth made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hopkins to approve John S. Smith for licensure by direct application. The motion was unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Report from Secretary on Regional Meeting

Ms. McCool submitted a draft of what was discussed at the Regional Meeting. She advised that proposed amendments to the Model law were presented concerning language to define “Health, Safety & Welfare” and proposed amendments concerning the topic of sustainable design. She also discussed a proposed change to the timing for ARE completion. Mr. Jackson advised that California does not require candidates to have a professional degree to sit for the ARE. Mr. Weymouth brought up a concern on the appropriate timeframe for a candidate to take the ARE. He asked whether or not it was discussed at the Regional meeting. Ms. McCool reported that this topic was not discussed. She also advised that the region did vote on the amendments but the proposed amendments will receive a final vote at the National meeting. She left a copy of the “Draft of Resolutions”. Ms. Hampton agreed to make copies and email them to the Board members.

Mr. Jackson made a motion, seconded by Ms. McCool to approve the above applications for licensure by reciprocity with NCARB certificate. The motion was unanimously carried.

The Board reviewed the notice from David Dalby indicating construction contract administration services for Wilmington Animal Hospital. The Board requested that Ms. Hampton send a copy of the notice to the New Castle County Building Officials. Ms Hampton agreed.

The Board reviewed a statement of intent for Jack Poling. The letter did not indicate what Mr. Poling’s intentions were. The letter was tabled for discussion in order to request clarification from Mr. Poling. Mr. Kerber advised he is working on a standard form for statements of intents. Ms. Hampton will obtain clarification from Mr. Poling and send the standard form once it is available.

Mr. Cobb suggested that the Board administered training take place after the National meeting scheduled in June. Ms. Hampton agreed to look into NCARB’s pilot program to see if they will pay for someone to attend the national meeting. She agreed to check with Mr. Collins and report back at the next meeting.
