CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Jennings called the meeting to order at 11:33 a.m.  

2.0 
REVIEW OF MINUTES

The Board reviewed the minutes of the February 1, 2006 meeting. Mr. French made a motion, seconded by Ms. Wooten, to approve the February 1, 2006 meeting minutes as amended.  Mr. Weymouth opposed the motion. The motion was carried with a majority.
Mr. French made a motion, seconded by Mr. Weymouth, that the Board members receive a copy of the final minutes approved at the last meeting and the minutes for approval at each meeting.  The motion was unanimously carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Hearing on Proposal to Deny Application for Licensure of Joseph Zito – 11:30 a.m.
At 11:33 a.m., the proposal to deny hearing regarding Mr. Joseph Zito’s application for licensure was called to order.  Mr. Atchley was not present during the hearing.  Mr. French made a motion, seconded by Ms. Wooten, to approve Mr. Zito’s application with the contingency that he provide proof of completion of 16 hours of continuing education. Ten hours must be the NCARB Professional Conduct monograph program. The additional 6 hours must be AIA approved or a NCARB monograph program related to health, safety, and welfare. The courses must be completed during the time period of August 1, 2003 through June 1, 2006.  Mr. Jennings recused himself from the vote as President.  The motion was unanimously carried. At 11:56 a.m., the hearing adjourned. Verbatim transcript of the proceedings was taken by court reporter.

Status Of Proposed Legislation – H.B. 311
Mr. Jennings advised that the proposed legislation is on the House ready list and he understood that it will be on the House floor any day now.  The AIA lobbyist, Bill Wood, is following the legislation status.
Report on Status of Joint  Architecture and Engineer Advisory Committee – Ms. Bardol
Ms. Bardol advised that the first meeting was held February 14, 2006 at Ms. Bardol’s office. Ms. Bardol provided the Board with a copy of the draft Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).  The Committee is recommending that two members on the Committee represent the Board of Architects, although both are not Board members; two represent DAPE, although both are not DAPE members; and one person is a public member. The public member is selected every two years alternating between the Board of Architects and DAPE.   Ms. Bardol needed for the Board to express their agreement with this and to agree with the Architect representatives.  Bill Holloway is currently being named as the licensed architect representative that is not a member of the Board. Ms. Bardol advised that the Committee had reached the decision that AIA should not have a representative and should not have a member serve on the Committee of this regulatory board. Ms. Bardol stated that the DAPE is in agreement with the selected membership of the Committee.  The Committee will meet monthly. It cannot take any action. It can provide advisement. There is nothing determined as of this time as to who will be chair. Ms. Bardol has served by default until this point.   DAG Reardon advised that if it is a public meeting it will need to have an agenda and minutes prepared. DAG Reardon will research further and advise Ms. Bardol whether agendas need to be posted and whether formal minutes need to be prepared.  Mr. Weymouth stated that he felt if it was going to be a Board of Architects representative that it should be a board member. He also stated that he felt a debating Committee was being set up.  Mr. French made a motion, seconded by Mr. Atchley, to proceed as outlined in the newly proposed MOU.  During discussion on this motion, Mr. Weymouth made a motion that the second representative should be a Board member also. The motion died for failure to be seconded. Ms. McCool stated that she supported having the representative be someone other than a board member because it provided further viewpoints. A vote was taken on the pending motion. Mr. Weymouth opposed the motion. Ms. Bardol abstained from the vote. The motion carried with a majority vote, six to one.  Ms. Bardol advised that the Board needs to be prepared next meeting to discuss who to have as the public member. Ms. Bardol advised that currently the meetings will be alternated every other month between the DAPE office in Wilmington and Ms. Bardol’s Dover office.
Report on Status of Rules and Regulations Subcommittee – Mr. French
Mr. French reported that the Subcommittee did not meet today due to lack of a quorum.  Mr. French, Mr. Jennings and DAG Reardon did meet informally to update DAG Reardon on the status of this process.

Signing of Order – Proposal to Deny Hearing Against Stanley Minka
DAG Reardon reminded the Board that they had previously decided to send a cover letter to Mr. Minka along with the Order explaining the proposed rule change.  Since the hearing, Ms. Spruill has received an inquiry and that information has already been provided to Mr. Minka.  Mr. Weymouth stated that he thought the Board was going to inquire about the interpretation of continuing education credits when using the various terms.  DAG Reardon advised that the continuing education interpretation was not relevant to the Board’s decision on Mr. Minka’s application for renewal.  Mr. Minka may re-apply in the future.  The Board members signed the Order. 
Discussion on Proposed Changes to Rule and Regulation 6.5

The public hearing on the proposed changes to Rule and Regulation 6.5 originally scheduled for March 1, 2006 is scheduled for April 5, 2006, at 1:30 p.m.
Update on Proposed to Deny License Applications

The Board previously proposed to deny the application for licensure of Eric Booth. Mr. Booth previously submitted documentation indicating he had completed an IDP program and had requested that the IDP file be sent to the board. His application was previously tabled pending receipt of the IDP file.  The Board has now received an NCARB blue book evidencing that Mr. Booth has received NCARB certification.  Mr. Weymouth made a motion, seconded by Ms. Bardol, to approve Mr. Booth for licensure by reciprocity through NCARB. The motion was unanimously carried.
Review of Continuing Education Random Audit Previously Tabled
The Board previously tabled the review of continuing education submitted by Raymond Moldenhauer in response to the random audit pending receipt of additional documentation. Mr. Jennings advised the Board that the documentation submitted by Mr. Moldenhauer has met or exceeded the Board’s continuing education requirement.   Mr. French made a motion, seconded by Ms. Wooten, to approve the continuing education submitted by Mr. Moldenhauer.  The motion was unanimously carried.
Complaint No. 07-01-05 – Formal Warning – Ms. Bardol – Contact Person
Ms. Bardol advised that she had nothing to report at this time. The complaint is being actively investigated.

Review of Continuing Education Audit Submitted in Response to Random Audit
Ms. Bardol made a motion, seconded by Mr. Weymouth, to approve the continuing education submitted in response to the random audit. The motion was unanimously carried.
Discussion on Clarification of Continuing Education Requirement – Learning Hour, Continuing Education Unit, Contact Hour Terms
The Board members were provided with information found on the AIA website under Frequently Asked Questions. The information provided clarification on the terms Learning Units, Continuing Education Units, and Contact Hours. Mr. Jennings explained that according to the information provided, no matter what term is used all architect licensing boards throughout the country measure continuing education in contact hours regardless of the acronym used.   Mr. Jennings advised that this was the way that all prior audits had been handled. This information confirms that they were correctly handled.
Election of Officers

Mr. French made a motion, seconded by Ms. Wooten, to nominate Ms. Bardol as President. No other nominations were made. Mr. French made a motion, seconded by Mr. Weymouth, to close the nominations.  The motion was unanimously carried.  Mr. Jennings made a motion, seconded by Mr. French, to nominate Ms. McCool as Secretary. No other nominations were made. Mr. French made a motion, seconded by Mr. Weymouth to close the nominations.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Convention Attendance

At the NCARB National conference in June, Mr. Jennings, Mr. French, and Ms. Bardol will be attending. Ms. Bardol will be serving as the official delegate.

Other Business Before the Board (for discussion only)
Mr. Jennings provided an update to the Board regarding the recent NCARB southern conference that was attended by a few of the Board members.  Mr. Jennings advised that one of the biggest discussions was on whether the IDP could be started after or during the education. Mr. Jennings believes that a NCARB standard will be introduced at the NCARB national meeting on when a candidate can start the exam and whether some sections cannot be started until after the conclusion of the IDP and some may start six months after graduation.

Ms. Warren suggested that a building official be considered as the public member of the Joint Advisory Committee. Mr. Weymouth stated that a challenge to that would be that many buildings officials are PEs.   Ms. Bardol suggested that a land planning official could be named.
Ms. Hopkins extended the appreciation of the Board to Mr. Jennings for his service as President.
