Call to Order
Mr. West called the meeting to order at 9:27 a.m.
Review and Approval of Minutes 

The Council reviewed the minutes for the May 15, 2007 meeting. Mr. Bauermeister made a motion, seconded by Mr. Huston to approve the minutes for the May 15, 2007 meeting as submitted.  The motion was unanimously carried. 
Unfinished Business
Discussion of Revisions to Rules & Regulations and Statute
Ms. Adams reviewed the revisions to rules 2.1.3 and 2.3.1 of the Rules and Regulations with reference to the new AQB segmented approach effective January 1, 2008. Mr. West made a motion, seconded by Mr. Huston to vote on the segmented approach at the July 17, 2007 meeting. The motion was unanimously carried.
Ms. Adams advised the Council that at the September meeting they will have a public hearing for approval of the suggested revisions to the Rules and Regulations.

Discussion on Updates to Trainee Experience Log – Ms. Hampton
Mr. West advised the Council of the new Verification of Supervision form drafted by Ms. Hampton. Ms. Hampton advised that this form will only be utilized for the trainee applicant seeking exemption pursuant to Rule and Regulation 4.2.3 to show proof of 250 hours of direct supervision. Ms. Adams advised the Council about the Appraisal Subcommittee’s issue with criteria for trainee experience log specificity format. Mr. Witt explained that he believes the experience logs are not very accurate. 

Ms. Adams asked whether the verification form could be merged into the trainee experience log to be more specific and accurate. She advised the Council that she was having a hard time distinguishing between the Supervisor Verification form and the experience log. Mr. West advised that the Verification of Supervisor form shows proof of the supervisor’s signature for each of the 50 or more properties appraised and the experience log shows that the supervisor accompanied and takes full responsibility for the documented log hours.
Mr. Cahall suggested putting information about the Council becoming stricter in regards to the experience log and the Verification of Supervisor log in the Newsletter.

Ms. Hampton suggested having the Verification of Supervisor form notarized.   However, Ms. Adams advised that the notary would not be sufficient; it would only show that the supervisor accompanied the trainee to the notary.

Mr. Witt made a motion, seconded by Mr. Cahall to adopt the Verification of Supervisor form drafted by Ms. Hampton. The motion was unanimously carried.

Discussion on 2008 AQB Criteria 

Evaluation of Work Samples
Mr. West advised that work samples should be evaluated but only after 6 months or after every 5 hours of appraisal or randomly pick 6 work samples per each applicant. Mr. Witt advised that we can not just pick a designated number of work samples to be submitted. Mr. West then advised that he believes the work samples are a big burden. Ms. Adams questioned what happens if work samples are not of USPAP criterion.
Mr. Witt advised that those asking for exemption should be present at the meeting and that there needs to be restructuring of Council to be able to evaluate work samples.

Mr. West advised that he believes the submitted work samples should be segmented instead of waiting until the end, for example, a certified general applicant submits work examples after 1000 hours and the log should be reviewed by the Council member then and so forth. 

Mr. Diveley advised the Council that if a trainee does not realize when they have completed over 1000 hours, it may be insufficient for them to submit a log after 1500 hours when they originally needed to submit their log after 1000 hours.

Mr. Huston stated that each trainee should submit after each appraisal to keep a better and more accurate record of appraisal hours and work completed.

Ms. Adams advised that there would need to be rules passed first before requesting work samples to be submitted by licensees.

Mr. Collins advised that when he last spoke with Ms. Ledbetter at the last meeting, she advised that there was going to be a change on views in regards to work sample evaluations and asked if a member of the Council or a staff member should attend the Appraisal Subcommittee public meeting to gather information. Ms. Hampton advised that the next conference will be held in October.

At the July 17, 2007 meeting, the Council will vote on when to start requiring licensees to provide work samples.
Strategic Planning

Discussion on Residency Requirements for Trainees & Supervisors
Mr. Witt expressed his concerns on the reciprocity applications with the supervisors being licensed in other states. He believes that all supervisors should be licensed in Delaware and maintain residency for at least 3 years; that all states should have a trainee camp; and that 75% of the experience log hours for applicants who are upgrading be Delaware property appraisal experience.
Ms. Adams advised that she believes that no supervisor can be required to be a Delaware resident, especially for any designated number of years. Mr. Huston advised to have the majority of the properties be in Delaware.

Ms. Hampton advised the Council of a recent situation where two applicants withdrew their applications when they discovered that their 250 hours of exemption could not be out of Delaware. She also advised that one of the two applicants questioned where in the Rules and Regulations or Statute it stated that the 250 hours have to be in Delaware.

Mr. Witt advised that he does not feel that trainees should receive exemption in Delaware when their 250 hours are in another state.

Previously Tabled Request for Exemption Pursuant to Rule 4.2.3
Mr. West reviewed the application for exemption advising the Council that the letter from Mr. Layton’s supervisor, Mr. Kaschock, only lists 7 properties for 250 hours and that there is a letter from Mr. Avara requesting to be Mr. Layton’s supervisor and he is not the supervisor on the experience log sent in. Mr. West made a motion, seconded by Mr. Cahall to deny the application for exemption pursuant to Rule and Regulation 4.2.3. The motion was unanimously carried.
