REVIEW OF MINUTES

The Subcommittee reviewed the minutes of the February 1, 2006 meeting. Mr. Weymouth made a motion, seconded by Ms. McCool, to approve the February 1, 2006 meeting minutes as presented.  The motion was unanimously carried.

DISCUSSION ON REVISION TO RULES AND REGULATIONS
“Rolling Clock” for Completion of A.R.E.

The Subcommittee reviewed that it had previously recommended that the Board officially adopt the new NCARB requirement of 5 years now that NCARB has officially adopted this time frame.   This will be incorporated into Board Rule and Regulation 4.1.4.   
Design Build

This agenda item was tabled until the next meeting.
Continuing Education Requirements

The Subcommittee reviewed that it had previously agreed to recommend that the Board change the continuing education requirement from 18 hours to 24 hours each renewal period. DAG Reardon explained the new online renewal process to the Subcommittee and that any changes to allow the online process should also be considered at this time. The Subcommittee agreed. DAG Reardon will provide samples at the next Subcommittee meeting. Mr. Weymouth expressed concerns that the Board needed to clarify the terms contact hours and PDU and to clarify the conversion.
Plan Stamping Requirements

The Board reviewed that it had previously decided to recommend to the Board that NCARB Resolution 05-4 which was passed at the annual meeting dealing with sealing technical submissions be incorporated into the Board’s Rules and Regulations. The Subcommittee will need to determine which documents require a seal and whether a cover and table of contents or what pages on the document need to be sealed. The Subcommittee also discussed whether a wet seal or an electronic seal is required.
Status for Retired Architects (Emeritus)

Mr. Cobb and Mr. Jennings are researching information on this topic. This agenda item will be discussed at the next meeting.
License Expiration Date on Architect Sealed Documents
The Subcommittee will recommend to the Board that an architect must place his Delaware architect license expiration date in the area of the seal when he uses his seal.

Mr. Weymouth questioned whether SB 311 was part of the Subcommittee’s charge. It was determined that it was not.
Mr. Weymouth stated that there are other topics that the Subcommittee should consider. One of those topics involved the ability to satisfy testing while in school. It was determined not to pursue this topic until after it is addressed at the national meeting.
