CALL TO ORDER
Mr. Smailer called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.

REVIEW OF MINUTES 
The Board reviewed the minutes from the September 7, 2007 board meeting.  Mr. Schenck made a motion, seconded by Mr. Williams to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was   unanimously carried.  

OLD BUSINESS
Final Decision for Sumedha Desilva Application
The board reviewed the application of Sumedha Desilva for licensure as a geologist by examination.  Mr. Smailer made a motion, seconded by Mr. Schenck, to deny the application of Mr. Desilva’s because the applicant failed to meet the educational requirements.
Final Decision for Jennifer Egan Application

Mr. Smailer recused himself from the applicant review process for Jennifer Egan since Mr. Smailer knew the applicant.  Mr. Schenck made a motion, seconded by Mr. Aiken to deny Ms. Egan’s application for new licensure due to not meeting the work experience requirements.

Discussion of annual ASBOG meeting

Mr. Schenck will be attending the ASBOG annual meeting in October.  Mr. Schenck received information regarding the election of a Secretary to the Executive Officers of ASBOG.  

Mr. Schenck stated that he would like to discuss how the selection process occurs with the board.   ASBOG selects two members, the Secretary and the Vice President, by promoting them to the President and the Vice President automatically.  The Secretary is elected each year.  Mr. Schenck stated that the ASBOG Bi-laws do not state this as the appropriate selection process.  The current Bi-laws state that three members should be elected each year.  Mr. Schenck would like the Board’s opinion as to how each member would feel about drafting a letter to ASBOG regarding the election process and how voting for Delaware should be conducted at the ASBOG Annual Conference.  Mr. Smailer made a motion, seconded by Mr. Aiken to have Mr. Schenck draft a letter of opinion for the Delaware Board to present at the annual meeting. The motion was unanimously carried. Mr. Smailer made another motion, seconded by Ms. McKenna for 
Mr. Schenck to abstain from the motion to vote at the annual meeting. The motion was unanimously carried.
Another topic of discussion for the ASBOG Annual Meeting was how the Board wanted Mr. Schenck to vote regarding the foundation funds that fund the ASBOG Exam.  Mr. Schenck stated that the foundation is a good way to support the exam. The first question was “do we agree that ASBOG should have a foundation to fund the exam?”  Mr. Schenck advised the Board that he would like to vote “yes” if they agree.  The second question is “do we want to vote that we want to give them $30,000 of the State’s money and will it be a donation or a loan?”  The Board agreed that a foundation should be formed that gave a $10,000 donation and a $20,000 loan were appropriate.  Mr. Smailer made a motion, seconded by Mr. Williams, to have Mr. Schenck speak at the meeting regarding these issues. The motion unanimously carried.
Strategic Planning
The Board discussed amending their strategic planning goals. Additional strategic goals are:  to facilitate the use of the ASBOG FG as an exit exam; increase the board’s travel budget, do more outreach to licensees on Board activities;  and to increase communication with the Board.  

After this discussion, Ms. Warren advised the Board that the Division cannot increase the Board’s budget this year, but it will be reviewed again in July 2008.
Re-review of Tabled Application
Mr. Smailer made a motion, seconded by Ms. McKenna to approve licensure for Jonathan Rihs as of October 26, 2007, which is the date when he will have five years of work experience.  The motion was unanimously carried.  

NEW BUSINESS
Review of Application for Licensure through Reciprocity
Mr. Schenck reviewed Mr. Scott Mundell’s application for licensure by reciprocity from Pennsylvania.  Mr. Schenck made a motion, seconded by Mr. Aiken to approve Mr. Mundell’s application as presented.  The motion was unanimously carried.  
Review of Application for Continuing Education
Ms. McKenna made a motion, seconded by Mr. Smailer to approve the listed continuing education. The motion was unanimously carried.
