CALL TO ORDER
Tony Horstman called the meeting to order at 1:10 PM. 
ADDITIONS OR DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA
There were no additions or deletions to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Debra Veenema noted that she was at the June 2013 meeting.   The minutes from the June 2013 meeting were approved as amended.  
REVIEW OF LEGISLATION, REGULATIONS AND POLICIES
Legislative Priorities
Kyle reported that the collaborative legislative group which Pat puts together has developed its legislative priorities.  Individual organizations, councils, etc. can certainly work on other issues as they deem appropriate.   The 10 priorities are as follows:  transition coordinators; Family Support Waiver; PAS funding: dental care (SB 56); concerns with transit redesign; Adding source of income as a protected class under the FHA (HB 196); Funding for the Disabilities Law Program; Building an infrastructure and supports needed to phase out subminimum wages, including putting in place transition services and safeguards to protect people affected by such a change; MFP; Community First Option.  There will be an event at Legislative Hall on April 2, 2014 to promote these priorities. 

Accessible Parking Follow-Up – Kyle provided materials and reported that SCPD sent a letter to 6 cities/municipalities and the 3 counties regarding the implementation of H.B. 172 which was signed by the Governor on July 3, 2003.  The legislation requires county governments and the governments of incorporated municipalities to adopt regulations or ordinances regarding signage on parking spaces for use by persons with disabilities.  The regulations and ordinances must include enforcement and penalty provisions.  Kyle received information regarding this issue from Rehoboth, Seaford, Wilmington and Sussex and Kent Counties.  Kyle has asked Rep. Hudson and Rep. Viola for a meeting to discuss possible legislation to strengthen the current law.  Rep. Hudson is interested in meeting.  Bill Payne reported that the policies lack specifics about various parking standards which are in the ADA.  Kyle will follow-up with Rep. Hudson to meet sometime prior to the Legislative Session.   

Proposed Paratransit Changes – Kyle provided relevant materials including a letter from the Disabilities Law Program.  Kyle reported on the lack of a tangible plan from DTC and it appears changes are imminent in January.  One main concern is services outside the mandated ADA area in which trip will be prioritized and not on demand – riders could wait a day or two.  DTC even noted that the redesigned system may, in effect, result in people having to more seriously consider living within the mandated Paratransit service area.  Pat urged people to communicate concerns to legislators and attend public hearings.  It was also noted that the changes may simply shift costs to other state agencies (e.g. DHSS, DVR).  Kyle is also trying to schedule a meeting with Rep. Smith.  Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to write a letter to DTC and the JFC expressing concerns and also endorsing DLPs comments.  
Review of DLP Memo

1. DMMA/DDDS Final HCBS Waiver Amendments [17 DE Reg. 432 (10/1/13)] – It was agreed to write a thank-you communication. 
2. DOE Final Health Education Program Regulation [17 DE Reg. 425 (10/1/13)] – It was agreed that no further action was needed. 
3. DOE Final State Science Content Standards Regulation [17 DE Reg. 423 (10/1/13)] - It was agreed that no further action was needed. 
4. DOE Final Accelerated Academic Programs Regulation [17 DE Reg. 427 (10/1/13)] - It was agreed that no further action was needed. 
5. DOE Emergency School Health Tuberculosis Control Program Reg. [17 DE Reg. 361 (10/1/13)] – Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to write a letter sharing observations consistent with Brian’s memo.  
6. DOE Prop. Issuance of Initial License Regulation [17 DE Reg. 372 (10/1/13)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to write a letter sharing observations consistent with Brian’s memo.  
7. DOE Prop. Uniform Definitions for Student Conduct Reg. [17 DE Reg. 367 (10/1/13)] 
“Vandalist” should be “Vandalism”.  Kyle noted there is a definition of Sexual Act.  Therefore, Regarding “Sexual Misconduct”, it was agreed to replace “Since there is no definition of sex act" with “SCPD had previously recommended deletion of “sexual act” and therefore the definition of “sexual misconduct” would be effected.”  Regarding “Teen Dating Violence”, it was agreed to simply cross reference 14 Del.C Section 4112E since there is a definition in the Code.  Regarding “Gambling” it was agreed to amend the recommendation to have DOE either consider elimination of the definition or adoption of a more restrained definition which would be limited to criminal enterprises or large scale commercial enterprises (e.g. complex football pools). Regarding “Drug Like Substance” replace “Coke” with “Coca-Cola”.  Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to send a letter consistent with Brian’s memo and the aforementioned recommendations.  
8. DMMA Prop. Medicaid State Plan Rehabilitative Services Reg. [17 DE Reg. 395 (10/1/13)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to write a letter sharing observations consistent with Brian’s memo. Daniese abstained. 
9. DSS Proposed TANF State Plan Amendment Regulation [17 DE Reg. 406 (10/1/13)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to write a letter sharing observations consistent with Brian’s memo. Daniese abstained. 
10. DPH Prop. Medical Facilities Performing Invasive Procedures Reg. [17 DE Reg. 397 (10/1/13)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to write a letter sharing observations consistent with Brian’s memo. Daniese abstained. 
11. DPH Prop. Medical Marijuana Program Regulation [17 DE Reg. 405 (10/1/13)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to write a letter endorsing the proposed regulation subject to some recommendations consistent with Brian’s memo. Daniese abstained.
