a) Reports and fees from facilities covering calendar year 2011 were due (to be postmarked) by 3/1/2012.  A small amount of additional fees may be received as we continue processing submissions and following up on delinquent reporters.  Net fees collected in 2011 totaled $286,880. 

b) Reimbursements are necessary to a small number of facilities each year for reporting errors identified as submissions are reviewed.  Reimbursement checks will be prepared in late December, and mailed to facilities along with reporting notices during the first week in January.  Reimbursements in each of the last two years have totaled less than $300.
c) At the December 2011 SERC meeting, the HazMat Training Workshop Committee requested $6,500 from fee funds to cover food and mementoes to support the Workshop.  The request was approved.  Funds were transferred out in March, for the workshop held March 30 & 31, 2012.

e) Interest will continue to accumulate.  Effective July 2008, interest from both the Fee Holding Account and Decon Trailer Replacement Account are to be jointly deposited into the Decon Trailer Replacement Account.  

Funding for new Tier II Manager.Net version:  Process for obtaining penalty funds through DNREC has changed.  Requests now require approval of Budget Office and Office of the Controller General.  Instead of penalty funds, DNREC requested approval of Finance Committee to use carryover funds from previous SERC allocations provided to support EPCRA Program in DNREC.  Per budget guidelines, Finance Committee authorized use of these funds to finance the new software ($31,250).   Information for budgets to LEPCs for budget cycle FY14 were distributed today to the chair persons, who are asked to complete the forms and return by Feb 1 in order to be approved at the March 13 2013 SERC meeting. 
Planning and Training Committee – Mr. Jamie Turner and Mr. Kevin Kille
The State Emergency Response Commission Planning and Training Committee met on November 29, 2012 at State Emergency Operations Center (EOC).  DEMA Director Jamie Turner called the meeting to order at 9:00 am with 13 members present.  The August 23, 2012 minutes were approved after a motion made by Director Turner, second by Mr. Irwin.  Approved Minutes have been posted on the State website Nov 30, 2012.
· SERC Quarterly Meeting Agenda:   Meeting will occur on December 12 at the Fire School. Discussion followed on the proposed presentation for the meeting. The topic of the presentation shall be “Electric Power Restoration Process and Priorities” presented by Mr. Vince Jacono, Coordinator of Delarva Power’s Emergency Services Partnership Program. Mr. Jacono asked to be placed on agenda first rather than last due to another commitment. The SERC agenda was modified to reflect this change of time in the presentation. 
· HMEP Update.   Sub-Committee Meeting. (The below info was updated by Giang Nguyen and provided to Kevin Kille on Dec 11):  


- All funding for FY12 has been spent and reimbursed. Working on moving some 


funding from FY-13 to FY-12, specifically, Dave Irwin's attendance at NASTPO 


conference, which is about $1450. This move has been approved by US DOT PHMSA 

HMEP Grant.  We believe that FY-13 funding will be somewhat tighter than past years, 

due to $40k already committed to the Hazmat Study.  Currently working on Closeout of  

FY-12.  Spent about 89-90% of the FY12 Grant.
· 6th Annual  DE HazMat Training Workshop:   Scheduled: 5 and 6 April 2013 at the Delaware State Fire School. Dave Irwin briefed status of preparations. Workshop Subcommittee met on Sept 20, Oct 25 and Nov 28 to finalize preliminary program.  Speakers have been confirmed verbally and the Workshop coordinator is in the process of obtaining written confirmation from each speaker.  A draft preliminary program of training sessions and trainers was distributed to the P&T Committee members. Save-the-Date flyers were distributed Dec 3 via email to multiple fire service groups, EMS, 1st Responders, Law Enforcement and HazMat Teams in the tri-state area by multiple networks.  The Committee anticipates Workshop registration will open no later than mid-January.
· Hazardous Material Transportation Study:  On advice of DEMA Fiscal Administrative Officer and DAG Tom Ellis, it was determined that SERC could forego the sole-source process due to the fact that the contract is under $50k.  SERC Executive Director Kevin Kille is awaiting receipt of Professional Service Agreement (PSA) for review from Mr. Willauer at IEM. As of December 12, the PSA has been for legal review by DAG Tom Ellis, and the reviewed copy has been sent back to IEM for their approval.
· LEPC Plan Review. Received copies of Kent County, New Castle County, and Sussex County’s Hazardous Response plans; awaiting receipt of City of Wilmington’s Plan.    For security purposes, the review of the plans will be conducted by Executive Session at the February 2013 P&T Committee meeting.  Hard copies of each of the county plans will be sent to P&T Committee members at least two weeks prior to the February 2013 meeting.  
· SERC Membership – Commission member seat for “Highway Transportation Representative” is still vacant, and Kevin Kille was tasked to provide the names of the three individuals and their organizations, which had been previously approached for interest in filling the position. These are: 

-    Dennis Piper, Safety Manager at Walmart


-    Ed Givens, Burris Logistics, and


-    Alyce Poeppel, of Coraluzzo Company
· Kille attempted contact with these individuals, and got a positive response from Ms Poeppel. She expressed interest in the position, whereupon Kille provided via email information about the SERC, the position, and an application.  Kille also extended an invitation to Ms Poeppel to attend the December SERC meeting as an observer, if her application is not yet approved by then. As of December 11, still awaiting her response.
· FY 2012 SERC Annual Report – Funding for printing a limited number of the report (40 copies) has been approved by both US DOT PHMSA HMEP Program, as well as by the SERC funds through IT Committee (50/50 split).  A copy has been provided to the Governor. The document was submitted for posting on the SERC website.  A link to the web posting was sent to full SERC membership. A hard copy of the printed report was distributed to SERC Commissioners at the Dec 12 meeting.   
· SERC Bylaws - DAG Ellis provided a proposed update of the Bylaws to the Planning and Training Committee in accordance with Senate Bill 246/DE Code Title 29.  The proposed draft simplifies the language and extraneous verbiage (e.g. listing of SERC members by position.  Mr. Ellis refers to the DE Code that describes our structure. This document represents DAG Ellis’s recommendation to the Planning and Training Committee. Chairman Turner motioned that the Planning and Training Committee recommend to the full SERC Commissioners to adopt these Bylaws at the Dec 12 meeting.  Mr. Irwin and Mr. Newnam both seconded the motion.  Motion unanimously carried.  This item was added to the Dec 12 SERC Agenda
· Term of current P&T Committee members - Per the Bylaws, Standing Committee Chairpersons are reappointed or replaced on an annual basis at discretion of SERC majority vote.   The Bylaws indicate any standing committee member is appointed by a majority vote.  Committee recommended that this issue be added to the Dec 12 SERC agenda, Item “B” New Business

· Scrap Tire Management Program:   Ms. Malenfant brought to the attention of the Committee a new recycling program organized by DNREC to encourage collection and recycling of used tires to other uses (playgrounds, etc), and to reduce breeding sites for mosquitoes. Property owners with a minimum of 100 tires accumulating prior to 2006 may be eligible for financial assistance to have the tires removed and recycled. The “Scrap Tire Control and Clean Up Program” details can be found at:  www.dnrec.delaware.gov/whs/awm/info/pages/scraptire.aspx
· Driving Waivers during State of Emergency:  NCC Chair raised question about the driving waiver process and the length of time it is taking to get a response from DEMA. Chairman Turner reported that our Driving Waiver coordinator received approximately 350 applications for driver waivers between Oct 26 and Nov 3 due to Hurricane Sandy.  As of Dec 12 the number is down to a remainder of 75 yet to review.  Applications are not processed for approval during an emergency period.  Another driving waiver question was raised regarding essential vs. non-essential personnel, and what steps a company should take if they urgently need to bring in a non-essential person during a State of Emergency (e.g. breakdown of critical equipment). Director Turner directed members to read the information on the DEMA website and if they still have a question to contact DEMA Main number with any questions. · (Correction to 11/29/12 P&T Committee Minutes): “Wally the Wise Guy” Mascot: NCC Chair Reported that the “Wally Wise Guy Shelter-In-Place” mascot costume that the SERC purchased made its debut at the PBF Energy Community event.   The mascot was manned by various PBF Employees and it was a big hit.  

· Debris Removal:   DelDot representative Mr. Day reports that he will assure that all municipalities are serviced with regard to debris removal by reaching out to emergency managers to confirm all dumpsters are emptied before closing debris removal operations post-Hurricane Sandy. 

· Coordination of Emergency Information for Citizens:   NCC Chair reports they are in the process of revising their Emergency Information brochure and asked if committee members would review and provide input before going to print.  DelDot distributed copies of their new flyer containing points of contact for emergency information, including social media sites. Director Turner confirmed that social media is assuming a larger role in disseminating critical  information during an emergency. During Hurricane Sandy, the Governor’s Facebook and Twitter sites were greatly relied upon. Mr. Newnam urged thought in developing a primary site for citizens to obtain accurate information.

When asked by Mr. Giles where does meth lab response fall under and who is in 
command (e.g. SERT, criminal element, fire department), Mr. Newnam explained that DNREC 
is in charge once DSP has completed their immediate criminal investigative work.  DNREC 
handles the clean-up and DECON companies support DNREC.

LOCAL EMERGENCY PLANNING COMMITTEE (LEPC) REPORTS              

New Castle County LEPC Committee Report – Mr. David Irwin

There has been one LEPC meeting since the last SERC meeting.  The November LEPC meeting was moved to the 3rd Monday in November due to Veterans Day being celebrated on the 2nd Monday. The meeting was held on November 19th 2012 and was hosted by the Delaware City Refining Company, 4550 Wrangle Hill Road, Delaware City, DE 19706.  Thirty-one individuals attended.


     Highlights:

· Herman Seedorf, Delaware City Refinery Manager provided an overview of the refinery’s plans to use rail cars (approximately 100/day) to deliver crude oil to the refinery.

· I.T. – Vice Chairman Murabito reported that the next IT committee meeting is scheduled for December 5, 2012. 
· Training – Committee Chairman Mark Dolan (absent, provided written report after meeting)  
· The New Castle County Industrial Hazardous Materials Response Alliance Training Committee conducted one training session between the September 10th and the November 19th, 2012 LEPC for NCC meetings.  The training session was the annual Planning and Training Meeting of 2012.

· The Eleventh Annual NCCIHMRA Planning and Training Meeting 2012 was conducted on Wednesday, November 7th, from 5:30 pm to 9:00 pm, at the Elsmere Fire Company Station 16.  State of Delaware Department of Safety and Homeland Security Cabinet Secretary Lewis D. Schiliro delivered the keynote presentation at the meeting.  Secretary Schiliro discussed the projected role of NCCIHMRA during a WMD/CBRNE incident.  State of Delaware Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control, Division of Waste and Hazardous Substances, Emergency Prevention and Response Section Environmental Scientist Jamie Bethard provided instruction about clandestine drug laboratory hazardous materials responses.  Past Deputy Fire Chief David Anderson provided an update concerning the North American Emergency Response Guidebook, which was revised for the 2012 edition.  In addition, NCCIHMRA notification and staging procedures were reviewed, and the proposed NCCIHMRA 2013 training plan was discussed.

This will fulfill our LEPC requirements.  A tabletop was held prior to full exercise. A lesson learned is forthcoming. Mistakes were made that need to be corrected. This is why we do the exercises and drills to learn.

The City of Wilmington plan was updated and reprinted in September/2009; but we 
continuously are updating the plan and making corrections. We are currently trying to have 
them completed in 2013.

Mr. Giles provided additional comments during the SERC meeting:

· Mr. Giles reported that his group is very interested in following the after-action briefing of the chemical spill in Paulsboro, NJ.  City of Wilmington has the same type of rail lines and bridges. It will be important to closely review response and recovery details of the Paulsboro incident.

· City of Wilmington is still working with DNREC regarding the fire of summer 2012 and is  attempting  to recover $56k for cleaning equipment.

· Purchased new trailers to incorporate response and DECON; had to deal with a few union issues in the process.

· Reiterated how helpful it is to have Delmarva Power information available at the City of Wilmington EOC during a storm or emergency with regard to how long shelters need to remain open, and how imperative it is to continue good communication with this partner.  It was very impressive to see how efficient Delmarva Power was in mobilizing resources during Hurricane Sandy.  

· A lesson learned from Hurricane Sandy is that citizens still do not want to leave their homes during a storm/emergency evacuation

· There is a potential change of administration in City of Wilmington that could affect what jurisdiction emergency management operations and LEPC fall under. 

· Secretary Schiliro reports that the State of Delaware is negotiating with a private vendor to lease Port of Wilmington. The State owns the Port and Sec. Schiliro sits on the board.  Sec. Schiliro intends to raise the issues of emergency response and hazmat control and incorporate these facts into whatever agreement is created.  He would appreciate Mr. Giles’ input as this matter moves forward.

Kent County LEPC Report – Mr. Colin Faulkner/Mr. David Mick
Regular LEPC meetings continue on the second Tuesday of odd numbered months.

Activity since last SERC meeting as follows:
Decon:   Regular training continues on the 3rd Tuesday of the month.  Numerous responses to assist DSP and DNREC operations at “meth lab” responses.  Provided decon coverage for the “Meth Lab” response course held at DSFS.
Technical Rescue:  “Statewide Trench Weekend” was condensed to Saturday only as Hurricane Sandy approached.  Planned for manpower and prepped equipment for Sandy; no responses resulting from the storm.  
Tier II: Bob Barrish filed 6 FV reports from September; mostly in the Milford area.
Outreach:   Family Emergency Planning Day was a great success. Actively supporting and promoting the Delaware Hazmat Workshop 2013.
HSEEP:   The next exercise will be a confined space FE in conjunction with the County Waste Water Treatment facility.  The C&O meeting was conducted last week.

The next Kent County LEPC meeting will be 08 January 2013 at the Public Safety Building starting at 1000 hours.

HMEP: The grant period for FY12 begins on October 30. The sub grantees have submitted the 
paperwork.

SERC: The next quarterly meeting is on December 12, 2012 at the Fire School in Dover.

Presentations:   The discussion centered on the recent DECON team incidents in both Sussex and Kent Counties, concentrating on the teams’ response.
Facility Visits:  There have been two facility visits since the last SERC meeting.

HazMat Incidents:   In the third quarter of 2012, there were 23 incidents reported.

The next Sussex County LEPC meeting is scheduled for January 10th, 2013 at 10 a.m. at the Sussex County EOC.

DNREC Report –  Ms. Ellen Malenfant

Statistics for the 3rd quarter 2012 show the DNREC Emergency Response Team (ERT) responded to 86 incidents.  This is compared to 94 responses in the 2nd quarter of 2012.  The largest number of responses in the 3rd quarter was to transportation incidents with 19 responses. The second highest categories of responses were “other” which are responses not covered under existing categories and Law Enforcement assists with 11 responses each.  The “other” responses are listed on a separate page. Spills in marinas and waterways and abandoned drums and container responses accounted for the next highest number of responses in the 3rd quarter.  Of the 19 transportation incidents, 17 involved only the fuel and fluids from the vehicle fuel and hydraulic systems.  The other 2 incidents involved propane product. Both incidents occurred on Rt 1 in Smyrna, required road closures and the same transportation company was responsible for both incidents. 

EPCRA-TRI Activities

November 16 – DNREC released the annual state TRI data and reports.  The data again show decreases in emissions.  In this 25th year of TRI data collection from facilities, the 2011 data reflects the impact that the economy, anti-pollution efforts by industry, and regulatory efforts by the government, have played in the decrease in emissions.  The TRI detail and summary reports for calendar year 2011 are available at: http://www.dnrec.delaware.gov/SERC/Pages/Reports.aspx   Data are available for review at:  http://www.dnrec.delaware.gov/SERC/Information/Pages/DataSearch.aspx 
For the 2011 calendar year, 63 facilities reported releases of 89 different TRI chemicals in Delaware.  Reported on-site releases to the environment were approximately 3.9 million pounds.  Of this amount, approximately 2.4 million pounds were reported as released to the air, while 1.2 million pounds were released to water and 279,000 pounds were released to land.  Total on-site releases reported for 2011 were lower by 9 percent (404,000 pounds) when compared to 2010.  Most of the reduction was because reductions in acid gasses from the Indian River Power Plant as it added significant pollution controls and the Calpine Edge Moor/Hay Road Power Plant as it converted from coal to natural gas.  For the TRI chemicals released to the air, 66 percent were from hydrochloric acid releases, largely from oil and coal-fired power plants.  Because of the restart of the refinery and contrary to the trend of lower emissions, total production at Delaware TRI facilities for 2011 was up 31%.  

DNREC ERT Activities

July 20, 21 & 22 — members of the DNREC Emergency Response Team (ERT) were deployed to the Firefly Music Festival held at Dover Downs.  The DNREC-ERT combined with personnel from the Delaware State Police Explosive Ordinance Disposal (DSP - EOD) Team to form a Joint Hazard Assessment Team (JHAT).  The mission of the JHAT was to provide quick response units for any onsite incidents that may involve explosives, hazardous materials, radiation, or weapons of mass destruction.  

August 7 — DNREC-ERT participated in the City of Milford’s National Night Out Event.  A DNREC Hazardous Material Response Unit vehicle was used as a static display to initiate conversation regarding the ERT and its mission.

August 21 — the DNREC ERT participated in a full scale exercise with the Dover Air Force Base and local fire companies and Kent County emergency medical services.  The drill included a hazardous materials scenario with mass casualty, decontamination and transport to local hospital components exercised. The DNREC ERT was tasked with being the hazmat officer for the incident and coordinated the hazmat response of Dover Air Force Base’s BIO Environmental Engineering Department, Emergency Management Department and Dover Air Force Fire and Emergency Services.  Decontamination services were provided by Little Creek Volunteer Fire Company.  

August 29 — participated in a tabletop drill at the GE Energy Ceramic Composite Products, LLC facility in Newark, DE.  Representatives from the New Castle County Local Emergency Planning Committee and Aetna Volunteer Fire Company also attended the drill.  As part of the exercise, DNREC explained the role and mission of the DNREC – Emergency Response Team in the event of a hazardous materials incident.

September 28 — DNREC Director Marjorie Crofts along with the DNREC ERT members met with USCG Captain Kathy Moore, commander of the USCG Sector Delaware Bay and her second, Captain Scott Weimers.  DNREC ERT presented the organizational structure of hazardous materials response in the state of Delaware.  Discussions included oil spill response issues and coordination in the Delaware River and Bay.

September 28, 29 and 30 – DNREC ERT were deployed to the Dover International Speedway NASCAR events as part of the JHAT mission to provide quick response units for any onsite incidents that may involve explosives, hazardous materials, radiation, or weapons of mass destruction. 

DNREC ERT Responses of Note
July 29 – DNREC ERT responded to a report of a meth lab in a motel room in Harrington.    The DNREC ERT assessed the chemicals found in the room and turned the room back over to the Harrington Police Department for crime scene investigation and to the motel management for cleanup.  Harrington Police Department took the product and the mixing vessel found in the room for evidence.  DNREC ERT referred the motel manager to the Division of Public Health for guidance on cleanup actions needed to reopen the room. In addition to this incident DNREC ERT responded to another 6 meth lab incidents in Kent and Sussex Counties in the 3rd quarter. 

September 8 – a box trailer hauling approximately 1,148 5-gallon propane cylinders suffered a structural support failure, which caused the trailer to break in the middle.  The propane cylinders had to be trans-loaded from the damaged trailer to a receiving trailer by hand. The incident ended without a release. 

September 26 – DNREC ERT responded to a leaking propane tank at the AMTRAK yard in Wilmington that closed the Northeast rail corridor for approximately 1 hour.

September 28 — a MC 331 propane tanker carrying approximately 9,000-gallons of liquid propane at a pressure of 130 pounds per square inch and traveling SB Route 1 began venting propane through the forward pressure relief device.  Approximately 4,500-gallons of liquid propane were released to the atmosphere and the remaining 4,500-gallons in the damaged vessel were trans-loaded to a receiving MC 331. The liquid heel and residual phase in the damaged MC 311was flared to the atmosphere.  Smyrna’s Citizens Hose Company successfully and safely commanded the 12-hour leaking propane tanker incident which closed Route 1 in both directions on the Friday evening of NASCAR race weekend.  Citizens Hose Company and DNREC ERT worked with the fire service and other Delaware agencies, identifying and calling in appropriate resources needed to safely remove the product from the leaking tanker without incident. A special thanks goes to the State of Maryland’s Department of the Environment emergency responders, Arthur Mayfield and Robert Swann who brought their expertise and State of Maryland resources to assist Smyrna and DNREC ERT responders.

SERC NEW BUSINESS: 
·   Presentation:  “Partnering and Preparing for Storms and Emergencies” presented by Mr. Vince Jacono and Mr. John Shaner of Delmarva Power.  The presenters provided an in-depth overview of Delmarva Power’s Emergency Services Partnership Program (ESPP), which was designed to develop relationships with public safety partners prior to and during emergency events.  The briefing included details of how the utility prepared for and managed restoration efforts in the aftermath of Hurricane Sandy, including the assessment process and how Estimated Time of Restoration (ETR) is calculated. The presentation was extremely relevant and prompted an informative open discussion between presenters and SERC membership. Mr. Jacono commented that the State of Delaware is a ‘model of efficiency’ with regard to coordination of efforts and strong relationships among emergency response partners.
· 
SERC Bylaws:  Planning and Training Committee Chair Mr. Turner moves that the Amended SERC Bylaws dated December 12, 2012 drafted by Deputy Attorney General Tom Ellis and reviewed by the SERC Planning and Training Committee at the Nov 29, 2012 meeting, be adopted  in printed form by the SERC Commission as the current version of SERC Bylaws.  The Bylaws were updated in accordance with Senate Bill 246/DE Code Title 29.  The Amended Bylaws dated December 12, 2012 were approved as written, following a motion by Mr. Irwin and second by Mr. Giles.
