· Proposal to require remediation of habitat losses associated with the addition of facilities to the park (Division response). Possible resolution by Council.
· Improved safety for trail users crossing North College Avenue on the Pomeroy trail.
· Request that “double track” trails be clarified in the Trail Plan. Such trails can vary from approximately 5’ wide dirt trails to 10’ or more wide “roads” through the park which can have a significant impact on the environment.

· A resolution to the UofD Trustees and President Harker stating the importance of the Laird Tract to the park

· The need for signage to facilitate public use of the existing right-of-way from Paper Mill Road to the Park (mill race area).

· The possibility of developing a trail using the right-of-way from Creek Road (Bubble Gum Rock area) to the power station and Fairfield Crest.
· A letter from Council to retiring/outgoing legislators thanking them for their support in past years, such as Gilligan, Schooley, Sorenson, Williams, Lee, Bunting, etc.

· Support for legislative efforts to arrange permanent funding for Farmland Preservation and Open Space.

· A request that the Division place a high priority on the acquisition of a key inholding in the park.
