CALL TO ORDER

4:45-PUBLIC HEARING FOR PROPOSED REGULATION CHANGES TO REGULATION 2.0 and 3.0.
Ms. Young called the Public Hearing to order at 4:46 p.m. The Delaware Board of Occupational Therapy, in accordance with 24 Del C. §2006(a)(1), has proposed changes to its Regulations 2.0 and 3.0 to change the audit process for license renewal so that continuing education attestations will be audited after the license renewal period is over, rather than before the expiration date.  The changes will also extend the period of time during each biennial licensure period during which licensees may obtain required CE credits from May 31st of each renewal year to July 31st of each renewal year, to correspond with the license renewal period.
The proposed changes were published for comment in the Delaware Register of Regulations.  Notification was placed in the Delaware State News and News Journal.  Verbatim testimony was recorded by the court reporter. The board had received written comments from AOTA and received one public comment at the hearing. The Board held deliberations. The Board decided that they have some substantial revisions that they would like to discuss further. A motion was made by Ms. Young, seconded by Ms. Broadhurst to discuss the revisions at the next Board meeting. The motion was unanimously carried.  The Public Hearing ended at 5:30 p.m.
