Letter from the AOTA Regarding the New Provision to AOTA’s Model Occupational Therapy Practice Act
A letter was received from the AOTA advising of a motion that has passed to add a new provision for titles and designations to the AOTA’s Model Practice Act.  The purpose of this language is to clarify that AOTA believes that state laws should include language which specifically authorizes occupational therapists and occupational therapy assistants to use titles and designations.  This does not apply to Delaware since these are already in the statute.
