CALL TO ORDER
Dr. Michelli called the meeting to order at 2:01 p.m. 
REVIEW OF MINUTES

The Board reviewed the minutes from the October 10, 2007 meeting.  Mr. Christensen made a motion, seconded by Dr. Parker, to approve the minutes as presented. The motion was unanimously carried.
HEARINGS

Hearing Regarding Proposed Changes to Regulations 1.0, 3.0 and 8.0 in accordance with 29 Del C. Chapter 101 and 24 Del C. §3706(a)(1)

The Board held a public hearing for the proposed changes to Regulations 1.0, 3.0 and 8.0. Dr. Michelli called the hearing to order at 2:04 p.m. Verbatim testimony was recorded by the court reporter. Ms. Kelly stated the reason for the hearing and read a draft of the final order. Affidavits from the News Journal and the Delaware State News publications were marked as Exhibits 1 & 2 respectively. Ms. Kelly confirmed that no written comments were received regarding this issue. The board introduced themselves for the record. The Board gave an opportunity for public comment, but none was given. Dr. Michelli made a motion, seconded by Mr. Christensen, to go off the record to discuss the proposed changes. Motion unanimously carried. After the proposed changes were reviewed by the Board Dr. Michelli made a motion, seconded by Mr. Christensen, to go back on the record. Motion unanimously carried. Dr. Michelli made a motion, seconded by Ms. Guilbert, to adopt the rules as proposed. Motion unanimously carried. The final order was signed by all members present.
Hearing for Proposed to Deny – Karen Bennett
At 2:35 p.m., Dr. Michelli called the proposal to deny hearing to order on the application submitted by Karen Bennett. Verbatim testimony was taken by the court reporter. Dr. Michelli stated the purpose of the hearing. Copies of Ms. Bennett’s application and supporting documents, proposal to deny letter, hearing notice, and Ms. Bennett’s letter requesting to waive her 20 day notice were marked as board exhibits 1, 2, 3 & 4 respectively. The board introduced themselves for the record. Ms. Bennett was sworn in and waived her right to be represented by counsel. Ms. Bennett provided the board members with a packet of information which included a letter and website printouts from the State of Delaware and several other states websites. A copy of her packet was marked as applicant exhibit 1. Ms. Bennett presented her argument to the board and answered any questions they had. At 3:09 p.m. Ms. Guilbert made a motion, seconded by Mr. Christensen, to go off the record for deliberations. Motion unanimously carried. At 3:31 p.m. Ms. Guilbert made a motion, seconded by Mr. Christensen, to go back on the record. Motion unanimously carried. Dr. Michelli made a motion, seconded by Mr. Christensen, to approve Ms. Bennett for licensure since it was determined that she meets the qualifications for licensure. Motion unanimously carried. The hearing was closed. 
OLD BUSINESS
Review of Form for HAD Supervisor
The board reviewed the revised version of the HAD supervisor form. Ms. Parker made a motion, seconded by Ms. Connolly-Gaskin, to approve the form as presented. Motion unanimously carried.
Discussion of Kari Robinson
At the September 12, 2007 meeting the Board asked that Ms. Robinson have ASHA send us a letter saying her paperwork is in process. In the mean time we received her ASHA certification.  Ms. Wagner advised the board that Ms. Robinson’s application is on the agenda for review again this month since we now have all of the necessary documentation. 
Review Audit for Continuing Education from Licensees

The Board reviewed continuing education documentation of those licensees that were selected for random audit after the July 31, 2007 license renewal, but responded after the last meeting. Licensees who were deficient in their continuing education will receive a letter instructing them to submit an explanation and/or documentation of additional hours. There were three licensees who had still not responded to the audit. Dr. Michelli made a motion, seconded by Ms. Guilbert, that these licensees receive a letter advising that they must provide their documentation within ten days of the date on the letter or they will be required to appear for a show cause hearing. Motion unanimously carried.

The letter will be mailed to each school district as soon as the final draft is completed.
