I. REVIEW OF THE APRIL MINUTES

A motion to approve the April 2014 minutes was made by Mr. Bell and seconded by Mr. Abbott. The group unanimously approved the minutes and the motion was carried.  
II. AUTOMATED SYSTEM USEAGE STATISTICS
The statistics were reviewed by the LEUG attendees. These reports are available for all to review and to share with your agency.
III. OLD BUSINESS
There was no old business to discuss at this time.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS
Mr. Elwood and Mr. Carretto presented to the attendees. These are the areas of discussion and highlights that were discussed at the meeting. 
· It was stated that when the user signs in there is no more double sign in for updates.  Once the icon is double clicked it is looking for updates prior to signing in.  
· Highlights of the applications on the side bar were presented.  A user can search in the mainframe drop down which will show all of the types of reports that a user is able to do.  
· When you need to convert a report you select it and the user will have a screen that will tell what the only options are to be able to convert the report. Choose your report type after you put in the complaint number and then click yes.  
· Choose your report type and go to incident processing; there is no longer a list of options on the side as the application prior. 
·  Anything that is in red is a required field.  If you select yes for certain fields there will be another field that has to be completed.  If not then the fields that are required to be filled will only show.  
· If there is a domestic related incident another tab will appear with the domestic information. These are the same fields as prior but the result of the choice in the boxes will only appear and you can properly fill them out.  
· If the report is marked as restricted the report will remain that way until the report is approved.  
· Spell check is still available and has the same functionality as Microsoft Word.  On the end of the free text field there is an “X” and you can select it to delete everything that is in the field; however, this is not so with the narrative.  
· The locator tool does not appear on the incident processing and then you would have selected in the past under the location the incident processing map will load and then you can fill out the information for the locator tool.  If you click on the “clear” it will make you reload the locator tool and it will have to be filled out again.  Also if there is a jurisdictional issue you click on the locator tool it will show the boundaries of the police jurisdiction.
· Information radio button will appear if you have the mouse over top of the box it will appear with the definitions as they are needed.  The user will input the information as required. 
· Officer Wilson asked if the out of state will be functioning for the look up.  This is a work in progress and the coding for that component has not been completed at this time for the demonstration.  
· In the statement piece the information stays with the person that was entered in the victim fields and will stay familiar with that victim and but there will not be any moving from section to section.  
· If a parent /guardian are selected you can use the driver’s license as a search but you can also select more than one person. 
· Mr. McDonald wanted to know if data is being pulled somewhere other than DMV and if that is a yes we will pull from other files.  Ms. Bell stated that the warrant information will pull from the offender file first because we want to grab the SBI number for the offender but the suspect field requires more information.  
· Mr. Bell wanted to know if the arrest that was presented during the demonstration; in the future, can it be deleted once the data is loaded.  If the number is generated through the mainframe and not entered manually a question of whether it can be deleted by DELJIS; this will require further research.  
· A question was raised if you delete a charge from the warrant side does it delete from the complaint side and the answer is no.  It will not go through with your warrant and can be deleted from the complaint.  
· Supplements will be done automatically instead following the same process as of current.
· A question of whether or not the officers and validators can see a date and time stamp available when the report was sent back.  
· Also the request to have the supervisors to see the list of reports and/or supplements that they have reviewed and sent back for corrections. This request was made in April and it would require DELJIS to create another broker for the supervisors.  
V. PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no attendance from the public so no comment was available.

VI. ADJOURNMENT
With there being no further business to discuss a motion was made to adjourn by Mr. Bell and seconded by Mr. Fox the motion was unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:37 a.m.
