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Meeting Minutes

· Meeting minutes for 9/4 were reviewed and approved.  
· Substance Abuse and Recovery Options for Adolescents was presented by Daphne Warner of the Division of Prevention and Behavioral Health Services.  A list of referring organizations was provided (see attached).  

· Rep. Barbieri added information regarding SMI (formerly Crossroads).  They provide full day programs (6 to 8 hours), intensive and partial outpatient treatment and community based counseling.  

· While there is a strong continuum of care in place, challenges include the following:  

· There is no residential treatment in the state, so services have to be bought out of state.  

· Services are underutilized, as individuals may not be aware that the capacity to treat co-occuring disorders is available.  

· State centers Ferris, Terry and Silver Lake provide limited programming for substance abuse, but it is not intensive.  

· James Welch noted that another challenge is that youth from ages 14 to 16 cannot be accepted into the Dept. of Corrections, so there is a gap in services.
· DPBHS accepts children with Medicaid and no insurance and also provides prevention education in schools

· Dept. of Education provides mainly screening, and limited services at Wellness Centers and through social workers when they are available.

· Data subcommittee – there is a lack of available data in real time.  Dr. Horton is in the process of querying the CDC for help in looking at epidemiology and will have some preliminary recommendations for the next meeting. 

· The remainder of the meeting was spent discussing barriers to treatment and recovery assistance (see attached notes on barriers).
