CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Good called the meeting to order at 8:45 a.m. 
REVIEW OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Mr. Sparco, seconded by Mr. Sharp, to approve the May 2, 2007 meeting minutes as presented.  The motion was unanimously carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Motion to Reopen: Revocation of Benjamin Betts
On March 7, 2007, a show case hearing was held to show why the Board should not suspend or revoke Mr. Bett’s license since he failed to respond to the Board’s request for documentation for the post-renewal audit.
