ADDITIONS OR DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA
SB 185 was added to the agenda.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes from the April 10, 2014 meeting were approved as submitted.  
REVIEW OF LEGISLATION, REGULATIONS AND POLICIES
1. DPH Prop. Cancer Treatment Program Regulation [17 DE Reg. 955 (4/1/14)] – Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to share the observations consistent with Brian’s memo with DPH.  
2. DMMA Prop. Medicaid Coverage of Prescribed Drugs Reg. [17 DE Reg. 951 (4/1/14)] -  Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to endorse the proposed regulation.  
3. DPH Prop. Hospice Disposal of Medications Regulation [17 DE Reg. 961 (4/1/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to share the observations consistent with Brian’s memo with DPH.  

4. DMMA/DDDS Prop. HCBS Medicaid Waiver Renewal Reg. [17 DE Reg. 950 (4/1/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to share the observations consistent with Brian’s memo.  These will be supplemental comments to SCPDs previous March 12th letter which will also be resubmitted.

5.  H.B. No. 245 (Restroom Access) – Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to endorse the proposed legislation consistent with Brian’s memo.  

6. H.B. No. 249 (CPR Training in Schools) - It was agreed to just share observations and not endorse the bill.  Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to share the observations consistent with Brian’s memo.  

7. H.B. No. 263 (School District Nurse Funding) - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to endorse the proposed legislation consistent with Brian’s memo.  

8. H.B. No. 251 (Guardianship of Child) - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to share the observations consistent with Brian’s memo.  

9. H.B. No.256 (Sexual Solicitation of Child) - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to share the observations consistent with Brian’s memo.  A copy will be shared with the public defender.  

10. S.B. No. 181 (Child Protection Registry) - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to share the observations consistent with Brian’s memo.  

DOE Restraint & Seclusion Regulation – Brian provided an analysis of the DOE draft seclusion and restrain regulation.   This was reviewed and it was agreed to add the following recommendation:  SCPD recommends that the Committee defined in Section 9.2 include a nominee of the GACEC.  Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to send a letter to DOE consistent with Brian’s memo and the aforementioned recommendation.  

HJR 17 – Kyle announced that the report to meet the requirements of HJR 17 (mental health commitment laws) has been released.  

Other Business
SB 185 – Brian reviewed this legislation that is an SCPD initiative drafted by Brian.   A one page fact sheet has been developed by Kyle and Brian.   UCP, HLA, FCIL supported it at this meeting.   It was agreed to solicit support from the following organizations:  Easter Seals; DOL; DHSS; MS Society; The Arc; SRC.
