CALL TO ORDER
Kyle Hodges called the meeting to order at 1:35 PM. 
ADDITIONS OR DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA
New federal mental health legislation, state transition task force and HRC draft bill were added to the agenda. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes from the April 2014 meeting were approved as submitted.  
REVIEW OF LEGISLATION, REGULATIONS AND POLICIES
1. DMMA Final Preventive Services Regulation [17 DE Reg. 1067 (5/1/14)] – It was agreed no further action was needed. 
2. DMMA Final Adult Grp. Medicaid Claiming Methodology Reg. [17 DE Reg. 1077 (5/1/14] – It was agreed no further action was needed. 
3. DMMA Final Medicaid Prescription Drug Reimbursement Reg. [17 DE Reg. 1080 (5/1/14)] - It was agreed no further action was needed. 
4. DelDOT Final External Equal Opportunity Complaint Reg. [17 DE Reg. 1101 (5/1/14)] – It was agreed no further action was needed.  
5. DMMA Final Pathways to Employment Medicaid Plan Amendment [17 DE Reg. 1070 (5/1/14)] – Motion was made, seconded and approved to send a thank you communication. 
6. DSS Prop. Child Care Subsidy Child Care Eligibility Regulation [17 DE Reg. 1038 (5/1/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to send the observations consistent with Brian’s memo to DSS.  
7. DPH Prop. Skilled Home Health Agency Director Qualifications Reg [17 DE Reg. 1037 (5/1/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved to endorsement the regulation.  In addition, SCPD will clarify whether existing directors are “grandfathered” or if the regulation will be applied to disqualify existing directors who do not meet the new standards.

8. DPH Proposed Cancer Registry Regulation [17 DE Reg. 1035 (5/1/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to send the observations consistent with Brian’s memo to SPH.
9. DOE Proposed Educational Technology Standards Regulation [17 DE Reg. 1032 (5/1/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to send the observations consistent with Brian’s memo to DOE.  
10. DOE Prop. Specialist Appraisal Process Regulation [17 DE Reg. 1018 (51/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to send the observations consistent with Brian’s memo to DOE.  
11. DOE Prop. Teacher Appraisal Process Regulation [17 DE Reg. 1014 (51/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to send the observations consistent with Brian’s memo to DOE.  
12. DOE Proposed Administrator Appraisal Process Regulation [17 DE Reg. 1021 (5/1/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to send the observations consistent with Brian’s memo to DOE.  
13. DOE Proposed Approval of Educator Preparation Programs Regulation [17 DE Reg. 1030 (5/1/14)] - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to send the observations consistent with Brian’s memo to DOE.  
14. DFS Prop. Residential Child Facility & Day Treatment Prog. Reg. [17 DE Reg. 1043 (5/1/14)]  - There was much discussion regarding “exclusion”, time-out” and the lead paint issue.  It was agreed to add a sentence in Pars. 6 and 7 regarding “exclusion” and time-out” consistent with the following:  In general, SCPD believes that children should not be left unobserved when in “exclusion” or “time-out”.   In addition, it was agreed to add a sentence in Par. 13 consistent with the following:  SCPD recommends that the DFS regulations be more strident so there are requirements for a safe environment and requirements to remediate any lead paint hazard.  Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to share the observations consistent with Brian’s memo and the aforementioned comments.
15. H.B. No. 293 (Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program) - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to oppose the bill consistent with Brian’s memo.
16. H.B. No. 298 (Distracted Driving Civil Penalty) - It was agreed to add a comment that the legislature may want to consider raising the fine for subsequent offenses.  Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to endorse the bill .
17. H.B. No. 309 (Clean Indoor Air Act & Electronic Cigarettes) - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to endorse the bill with 2 suggestions consistent with Brian’s memo.   Bill Payne opposed and Marge Turner abstained.   

18. H.B. No. 241 (Electronic Cigarettes & Minors) - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to endorse the bill noting one concern consistent with Brian’s memo.  Pat Maichle and Bill Payne opposed.  Marge Turner abstained.  
19. H.B. No. 302 (State Board of Elections) - Motion was made, seconded and approved for SCPD to endorse the bill consistent with Brian’s memo.  
Other Business
Brian provided an overview of federal legislation in the mental health context introduced by Rep. Murphy of Pennsylvania as a companion bill to the Senate Bill.   
Wendy provided an update on Transition Task Force and reported that the website will be rolled out June 26th at 1 PM at Legislative Hall.

Pat reported that we still may need to look into introducing legislation regarding the HRC,
