Meeting Minutes

· Meeting minutes for 8/6 were reviewed and approved.
· Chairperson’s reports
· Jim thanked the committee, and commented on PDAC using input from this subcommittee in it’s worked.  He mentioned that PDAC’s meeting schedule will go out to the committee for anyone who is interested in continuing to work on this issue.  He explained that he will send recommendations to committee for comment, then circulate a draft report, which he will submit after comment to the secretary.
· Diann thanked the committee and offered her continued support and input on further endeavors of this nature.

· Dave Humes invited the committee to Make a Difference Day: Passport to Awareness, an event that will take place from 9 to 3 at Brandywine Springs School on 10/25 as a joint effort between Attack Addictions and the News Journal.
· Finalize Recommendations for Improved Treatment Access – the following were suggested additions to recommendations:
· In order to capture data for the entire population of those receiving medication assisted treatment, in addition to tracking Medicaid treatment, include uninsured and DSAMH funded treatment as well as licensed substance use providers and people paying cash by cross referencing with the PMP.
· Work with the DOC to provide vivitrol before release and then connect with community support before release.  (First dose provided at DOC and then connected for second dose in community after release.)  Make provisions for early/delayed releases from prison.

· Continue ongoing meetings with commercial insurers.  Ensure NOMs are included in any measure of effectiveness and quality.

· Provide system wide advocacy to credential organizations rather than individuals.  Regulations need to work to maintain the workforce.
· PDAC should look into NCQA-HEDIS Behavior Measures for all payers.

· Look to ameliorate negative consequences in housing situations (such as sober living) when a person uses.
