Actions Agreed Upon:  
1. Allan Schwartz, the actuary appointed by the Secretary of Labor, will work with OptumInsight and DCRB to reach consensus on the impact of contract payments on the required 20% overall reduction in medical expenses pursuant to HB373.  The focus will be on the Professional Services Fee Schedule only, as contract reductions have already been captured in the methodologies used to create the ASC & Hospital Fee Schedules (DCRB has said they agree). 
2. Mr. Schwartz will refine his survey question for carriers by the end of this week or the beginning of next week and provide to Ms. Forrest to garner feedback prior to release.  Once the document is finalized, DOI will distribute the survey and give carriers 2 weeks to respond.  Carrier responses must be received prior to the Thanksgiving holiday.  

3. Mr. Rhoades would also like the subcommittee to explore the impact of Fee Schedule reductions on contracts.  In other words, do reductions in the Fee Schedules cause contract payments to go even lower? 
4. The subcommittee plans to design additional and more comprehensive carrier surveys that will also evaluate claims handling and adjusting.  The projected completion date for these additional surveys will be by the end of the year.
