CALL TO ORDER
Mr. Redden called the meeting to order at 9:04 a.m.  Mr. Kennedy and Ms. Fuchs were welcomed to the Board. 
REVIEW OF MINUTES

The Board reviewed the minutes of the September 11, 2006 and September 19, 2006 meetings.  Mr. Eggleston made a motion, seconded by Ms. Class to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was unanimously carried.

9:00 A.M. – PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING PROPOSED RULES AND REGULATIONS TO IMPLEMENT THE MANUFACTURED HOME INSTALLATION ACT, 24 DEL.C. §4400

Mr. Redden called the Public Hearing to order at 9:05 a.m.  The Board, in accordance with 24 Del. C. §4416(b)(1), had proposed the rules and regulations to implement the Manufactured Home Installation Act, 24 Del. C. §4400.  The rules were initially published for comment in the Delaware Register of Regulations on August 1, 2006.  At the Public Hearing on September 11, 2006, and at its subsequent public meeting, the Board made substantive changes to the proposed regulations.  The Board revised Regulation 1.0 License Required by adding one paragraph and revising the last two paragraphs.  The Board also revised Regulation 3.0 License and Certificate Requirements by deleting the word “performance” from Regulation 3.1.4.  Notice of the Public Hearing was published in two Delaware newspapers.  Notice of the Public Hearing was published in the Delaware Register of Regulations.  Verbatim testimony was recorded by the court reporter.  No written comments were received.  Public comments were received at the Public Hearing.  The Board held deliberations.  Mr. Hammond made a motion, seconded by Mr. Eggleston to adopt the proposed Rules and Regulations.  The motion was unanimously carried.  Ms. Adams will draft the final order for Board members to sign at the next Board meeting.  Mr. Eggleston made a motion, seconded by Mr. Milligan to close the Public Hearing. The motion was unanimously carried.  The Public Hearing ended at 9:50 a.m.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Review Draft of Decal

The draft of the decal was reviewed. Ms. Class made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hammond to approve the decal. The motion was unanimously carried.
Discussion:  Informational Flyer – Review Cover Letter from Ms. Adams

The Board reviewed the cover letter which will be sent with the informational flyer.  Changes were made.  Mr. Brockton made a motion, seconded by Mr. Eggleston to accept the cover letter with the changes.  The motion was unanimously carried.

The motion was carried by majority vote.  Mr. Hammond abstained from the vote.
Review of Application for Installer

The Board reviewed the application of Wayne Witzke for an installer license.  It was decided by the Board to table Mr. Witzke’s application. The proof of Mr. Witzke’s liability insurance was in the name of the company.  Mr. Witzke must also have his name added to the liability insurance as proof that he is covered.
Discussion:  Memorandum from James Collins Regarding the Board’s 2007 Draft Legislation

Mr. Redden reported that he had received a memorandum from Mr. Collins regarding the Board’s 2007 draft legislation.  Ms. Adams will draft proposed changes for review at the next meeting.

Mr. Collins requested that the Board designate a legislative contact person.  Mr. Redden and Ms. Class will be the contact persons.
Other Business Before the Board (for discussion only)

Mr. Collins reported that he had received a letter from New Castle County Department of Land Use asking that the licensing fees for their inspectors be waived. Mr. Collins stated that he will be denying the request because the expenses of the Board are paid by the licensing fees.  He will suggest that their office not license all of their inspectors at one time.  
Lori Rigby was welcome by the Board.  Ms. Rigby is the new Executive Director of the First State Manufactured Housing Association.

Public Comment

Mr. Haldeman inquired about the time frame.  Ms. Adams advised that if Board members sign the final order at the December meeting, the final draft can be published in the January 1, 2007 Register of Regulation.  The Rules and Regulations would become effective on January 11, 2007.
Mr. Carson asked how he will be able to get the license number of installers verified by the Board.  Mr. Carson was advised that a list of the licensees will be on the website.  
Mr. Smith asked about a third party having a contract with a town to do inspections.   Ms. Adams read the requirements in the current statute.  Mr. Smith was advised to send a letter stating what proposed changes to the statute he would like to see the Board pursue.
