Minutes Follow:

Planning and Training Committee Chairman Jamie Turner opened the meeting at 9 AM.

Present were the following:

Jamie Turner (DEMA, Committee Chair), Jamie Bethard (DNREC), Avery Dalton (DEMA, Interim SERC Executive Director), Dwayne Day (DelDOT), David Irwin (New Castle County LEPC, Hazmat Workshop Committee Co-Chair), Kevin Kille (DEMA, SERC Executive Director), Robert Newnam (DE State Fire School), Charles Stevenson (Sussex County LEPC), LTC Angela Showell (DE National Guard), Dr. Har Ming Lau (Division of Public Health), Glenn Gillespie (DEMA, Hazmat Workshop Committee Co-Chair).

Chairman Turner asked if all had the opportunity to review the minutes of the previous Committee meeting (held at DEMA on August 28, 2014). Mr. Newnam motioned that the minutes be approved. Mr. Irwin seconded. Motion carried.

Chairman Turner asked Mr. Irwin to provide an update on the Hazardous Material Workshop Planning Committee. 

Mr. Irwin's comments (summarized): The Committee has met and envisions an exciting program. No commitments will be made regarding expenditures until the HMEP subgrant is issued to the NCC LEPC. Also waiting on the Planning and Training Committee for approval prior to making any commitments.  Mr. Irwin passed out to the Committee members a handout showing the proposed schedule of classes for the workshop and instructors.  (Schedule is attached to this document). 

Chairman Turner asked Mr. Irwin for the names of the members of the Hazmat Workshop Planning Committee.

Mr. Irwin gave the names (as of his present knowledge): Himself, Jamie Bethard, Mark Dolan, Cris Kratzer, Chip Stevenson, George Giles, and Glenn Gillespie (as Co-Chair).

Mr. Turner asked Mr. Irwin to provide a summary of a meeting he had with the SERC Chairman Mr. Schiliro and Deputy Attorney General (DAG) Lisa Morris.

Mr. Irwin stated that he was informed that the New Castle County LEPC is a subset of the SERC. Although it is not a State agency, the public perception is that the LEPC is a State agency, and therefore the LEPC cannot solicit funding from private industry to support the Hazmat Workshop.  Only if the LEPC were a 501(c)(3) organization (which it is not), would it be able to solicit funding. Ms Morris stated that the question had arisen before with a prior Secretary of Safety and Homeland Security Mr. Bushweiller. Ms Morris' conclusion is that the New Castle County LEPC is not a 501(c)(3) organization and therefore may not solicit funding from private industry or other private sources.  The SERC Chairman suggested that the NCC LEPC find an existing 501(c)(3) organization to be a partner and that organization could spearhead the fundraising activity. The 501(c)(3) organization would need to be a full partner with the LEPC . Mr. Irwin stated that the Mill Creek Fire Company had volunteered to be the 501(c)(3) organization willing to partner with the LEPC for the fundraising activity. Mr. Dolan stated that the Mill Creek Fire Company is agreeable to the proposition, but would have to clear the process with the Fire Company's CPA and attorneys. Ms. Morris had stated that she would work with Mill Creek Fire Company's attorney. 

Chairman Turner stated that all the organizations who donated to the previous Hazmat Workshops had been current vendors with DEMA. The Public Integrity Commission (PIC) says we cannot solicit funding from firms that do business with us.  By virtue of legal review, the New Castle County LEPC membership had been approved by the SERC, and is therefore a State organization, and are subject to, for example, the FOIA and Open Meeting laws. This is different from the Wilmington, Kent, and Sussex LEPCs, who are managed by their local governments and subject to their local regulations. 

Chairman Turner went on to say the Glenn Gillespie (DEMA) will be the DEMA representative, and Co-Chair, of the Hazmat Workshop Planning Committee. DEMA Fiscal Administrator Bob Harrison will approve or disapprove any financial transactions involving HMEP Grant. In addition, the following persons shall be appointed to the Hazmat Workshop Planning Committee:

David Anderson, John R. Clawson, James L. Dennis, William C. Kelly, Samuel Palermo, Kevin Wilson, Glenn Gillespie (as Co-Chair) and Bob Harrison (for HMEP Grant activity approval/disapproval only)

Chairman Turner asked Mr. Kille to contact Ms. Morris, and ask her to address, at the SERC meeting, the issue of SERC members making or seconding motions, whose spouses may be involved in activities which may constitute a conflict of interest.

(NOTE: Mr. Kille has passed on this request to Ms. Morris at 11:30 AM on November 20th).

Chairman Turner asked for an update on the HMEP Grant.

Mr. Kille provided the following information on HMEP: The HMEP FY-14 Grant is completed, with $100,240.78 spent out of $110,643.00 allocated to Delaware, or about 91%.  The FY-15 Grant has been awarded ($109,773.48), but sub grantees will not be given their subgrants until approval by the clearinghouse. Clearinghouse approval expected by end of November. 

Chairman Turner asked for a briefing on the process of the SERC Annual Report.

Mr. Kille briefed that the SERC Annual Report had been approved in content at the SERC Meeting on September 10th, pending minor corrections noted by DNREC and New Castle County. Kille briefed the approval process from the DEMA chain of command, through the SERC Chair, to the presentation to Governor.

Chairman Turner asked if there was any new business to discuss.

The next SERC meeting is at the Fire School on Wednesday, December 10th at 9 AM. 

LTC Showell was introduced as the replacement on the Committee for COL Wingate.

Further discussion took place on the processes of New Castle County LEPC in planning the Hazmat Workshop. Chairman Turner stated that there will be a meeting with Bob Harrison, who will generate a document outlining the processes in allocating and spending HMEP grant funds. Mr. Newnam will work with Mr. Irwin on the use of SERC funds. 

Chairman Turner recognized Mr. Kille's imminent retirement and thanked him for service to the SERC Planning and Training Committee.  Mr. Turner noted that Mr. Dalton shall be the replacing Mr. Kille as the Interim SERC Executive Director.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Mr. Newnam  and seconded by Mr. Irwin. 

Meeting adjourned at 9:40 AM.

Following the briefing, SERC Chairman Schiliro commented on the issue of the dissemination of crude-by-rail route and schedule information to the general public. There is still ongoing controversy over that. Presently, the information is still kept at the confidential level. 
DAG Lisa Morris stated that the AG office have been reviewing the issue, and still hold that the information should be kept confidential, based on security concerns. The schedule may be releasable sometime in the future, base on upcoming guidance from USDOT.

Fire School Director Newnam stated that there is concern among the public, as well as the emergency response community, on the length of the trains and how long they block rail/road intersections.

Chairman Schiliro noted that it is difficult to arrange and keep schedules of train traffic and times.

Mr. Turner noted two issues. The first being the availability of AMTRAC lines affect scheduling. The second is that the President of the Homeland Security Council will send people to talk to the state EMAs and energy sectors to discuss the issues.

Mr. Newnam then briefed on the activities of the Decontamination Committee. He stated that a new decon unit had arrived in New Castle County, but it is not yet in service. The unit being replaced, "Decon-1", will be up for sale, with the proceeds going to the Decon Committee account. Next will be the Sussex County unit. Currently establishing the process for the Kent County unit.

Hazmat Workshop Committee.

Mr. Irwin discussed the issue of soliciting funding from business and industry to support the upcoming Hazmat Workshop, and how the Committee resolved it by establishing the Mill Creek Fire Company as a partner agency.  Being that the Fire Company is a 501(c)(3) organization, they may solicit funding. The President of the Mill Creek Fire Company will sign the checks. The membership of the Hazmat Workshop Planning Committee has increased, with Glenn Gillespie of DEMA being the Co-Chair of the Committee. The announcements for the workshop are coming soon, and the registration process will be effective as of January 15th.

Chairman Schiliro emphasized that the Workshop is a very valuable event, and must be saved. He commended the committee on the creative method of procuring funding. 

DAG Lisa Morris endorsed the process, and will support Mill Creek in their processes. She stated that the DAG will not direct as to how the funds are solicited.

Deputy SERC Chair Marj Crofts also endorsed the process.

This was followed by a briefing by the New Castle County LEPC. Mr. Irwin summarized the activities, and provided the full report as follows:

The November 10, 2014 meeting was hosted by the Delaware City Refining Company LLC,, 4550 Wrangle Hill Road, Delaware City, DE 19706. Twenty-four individuals attended.


     Highlights:

· Todd Bretz, Manager, Safety, Emergency Services and PSM welcomed the group and discussed emergency procedures.  
· Committee Reports –
· Finance – Chairman Irwin reported that expenses for the September/October period totaled $13,477.84.   Budget balance as of November 1st is $60,779.82.  
· Decon – DNREC’s Jamie Bethard reported the new DECON truck is has been received and is in the process of going through the acceptance evaluation.   The unit will be housed in the old Mill Creek Fire Station.
·  I.T. –    Bill McCracken, LEPC committee representative reported that IDSI contractor for TIER II Manager provided updates to allow easier reporting.  
· Training – Mark Dolan NCCIHMRA Planning and Training Committee Coordinator reported the Thirteenth Annual NCCIHMRA Planning and Training Meeting were held on Wednesday, November 5th at the Elsmere Fire Company Station 16.  The Keynote Speaker was Delaware City Refinery Fire Chief Ron Dietrick, who presented “Delaware City Refining Company’s Hazardous Materials Emergency Response and Preparedness”.  The NCCIHMRA Training Committee presented a draft of the CY2015 training program, DNREC ERT presented its emergency response incident annual summary plus a review of the SERT response levels contained within the State of Delaware Oil and Hazardous Substance Incident Contingency Plan, and the New Castle County Special Operations Hazardous Materials Technical Decontamination Team reviewed its 2015 plans at the November 5th NCCIHMRA Planning and Training Meeting.  The meeting’s attendance totaled fifty-seven.  
The NCCIHMRA Training Committee conducted Committee Meeting #39 on Monday, October 6th at the Mill Creek Fire Company Station 21 to complete the following: (a) logistics planning for the November 5th NCCIHMRA Planning and Training Meeting; (b) first draft of the CY2015 training program; and (c) review of the recommendations from the September 18th After Action Report Meeting of the August 23rd LEPC for NCC sponsored Freight Rail Hazmat Incident Full Scale Exercise held at the Occidental Chemical River Road Site with support from the Delaware City Refining Company LLC, the Norfolk Southern Railroad and the Delaware City Fire Company. 
· Transportation – Committee Chairman Al Stein reported BNSF plans to apply a $1,000 surcharge for each older crude tank car (DOT 111s) effective January 1, 2015.    Canadian Pacific Railway adopted a $325 surcharge for older tank cars that don’t meet the CPC 1232 standard.  The Feds proposed the phasing out of older tank cars and lowering the speed limit on High Hazard Flammable Trains.  There are major concerns that a lower speed limit may result in a total rail system gridlock. 
· Tier II Report:  John Outten provided a detailed report on the current status of TIER II submissions, the number of submissions reviewed to date and common issues encountered by submitters.  
· Chairman Irwin provided the group with an update on the status of the planning of the 8th Annual HazMat Training workshop.

· Dr. Har Ming Lau, Division of Public Health gave an excellent presentation on “Ebola and First Response” and provided hand-outs to the group.  
The September 8th, 2014 LEPC meeting was hosted by DuPont Stine-Haskell Research Center, 1090 Elkton Road, Newark, DE 19711. Thirty individuals attended. 

Highlights:

· Jeff Backus, Fire Chief, introduced Patti Adcock, Site Operations Manager, who welcomed everyone to the facility and shared the historical and corporate significance of the Stine Haskell location.
· Committee Reports –

· Finance - Chairman Irwin reported that expenses for the July/August period totaled $13,385.84.   Budget balance as of September 1st is $74,205.16.  
· Decon - Chairman Irwin reported that the new DECON truck is under construction and should arrive shortly. The new unit will be housed at Mill Creek Fire Company.   The existing DECON trailer will be sold at auction.   DNREC offered to provide the link to where individuals could submit bids.  

· IT - Bill McCracken, LEPC committee representative reported that DNREC is still waiting for TIER II updates to allow County Fire Chief’s access to the system.   No committee meeting is currently scheduled.

· Training - Mark Dolan, NCCIHMRA Planning and Training Committee Coordinator discussed the recent training opportunity on August 23 at the full-scale exercise.  NCCIHMRA’s final Training & Planning meeting of the year will be held Wednesday, November 5th at Elsmere Fire Company.

· Transportation - Committee Chairman Al Stein discussed the Paulsboro train derailment incident and the NTSB’s findings.

· SERC - Kevin Kille discussed current DEMA projects, HMEP Grant update, FOIA requests, REP/Salem Drill on September 19th,  9/11 Awareness and the SERC presentation by the state’s Attorney General regarding corporate donations for the HazMat Training Workshop.   
· TRANSCAER Articles – Chairman Irwin reported that NCCIHMRA and Delaware was mentioned in three articles in the TRANSCAER quarterly news magazine.  This national exposure has drawn attention to Delaware and our success of private, government and public partnerships within the HazMat response community.  
· 8th Annual HazMat Training Workshop – Chairman Irwin reported that he was elected chairman of the 8th Annual HazMat Training Workshop committee by the SERC Planning & Training Committee.   The first committee meeting will be held Tuesday, September 9, 2014 at DNREC – Lukens Drive, New Castle. 

· Tabletop Training Exercise – Chairman Irwin reported that 56 first responders participated in Norfolk Southern’s sponsored functional tabletop exercise on Saturday, August 2, 2014.  The event was hosted by the Delaware City Refining Company. 
· Railcar Safety Training – Chairman Irwin reported that 85 first responders participated in Norfolk Southern’s sponsored event on Thursday and Friday, August 21 and 22, 2014 at the Occidental Chemical site in Delaware City. 
· Full-Scale Exercise – Chairman Irwin reported that the Freight Rail Hazmat Incident was held on Saturday, August 23, 2014 at the Occidental Chemical site – Delaware City.  A total of 119 individuals participated including 30 hazmat responders, representatives from the U.S. Coast Guard, State, Federal and local agencies. The exercise was funded using HMEP grant monies and corporate contributions from Norfolk Southern, the Delaware City Refinery and Occidental Chemical.  Norfolk Southern and Delaware City Refinery funded videotaping the exercise and we will produce an outreach/training video. 
· Presentation - Space Weather and Effects on Infrastructure - Kevin Kille presented on how solar storms can disrupt and/or destroy electronic equipment and information systems.

DEMA is getting FIOA requests for information about the crude oil shipments by rail. DEMA is forwarding those requests up to the Department of Safety and Homeland Security Public Information Office. Based on guidance from the Deputy Attorney General, the Department is denying the release of information to the media, based on security concerns.
DEMA is having a quarterly REP drill on 18 September, with a nuclear power plant scenario. We will be employing for the first time the new information management system WebEOC.

The next Sussex County LEPC meeting is scheduled for 10 a.m. on January 8th, 2015at the Sussex County EOC.
SERC Chairman Schiliro provided his comments on the State's handling of the Ebola situation. He noted that it is good that the response is left up to people such as those on this (the SERC) group. That's the way it should be. The overall response in Delaware has been very good. 
SERC Deputy Chair Ms. Marj Crofts provided the briefing for DNREC. She noted that Jamie Bethard replaced Ellen Malenfant, but Jamie was on a response at the time of this meeting. She noted that Mark Dolan is now heading the Accidental Release Prevention Program. She referred the group to the list of responses provided. 

SERC Chairman Schiliro then moved on to new business.

SERC Executive Director Kevin Kille discussed the State Emergency Response Team (SERT)'s guidebook, the "Oil and Hazardous Substance Incident Contingency Plan" and specifically, that it is time for the document to be updated. Copies of the book were provided to all Commission members for their review and comment. 

Chairman Schiliro approved the need for update, and recommended that the Planning and Training Committee take charge of that project. He also noted that the Ebola incidents may spark the need for additional processes and procedures to be included in the book.
Planning and Training Committee Chairman Jamie Turner recognized the impending retirement of SERC Executive Director Kevin Kille, and also introduced Mr. Avery Dalton, of DEMA, as his replacement.

The representative of Public Health noted recognition of the Division of Public Health's good response to the situation in Delaware.

Ms. Kim Gomez of Norfolk Southern Rail commented on the rail industry's perspective on the disclosure of the crude-by-rail traffic information. She said the rail industry is reluctant to do so, but will comply with directives to ease up on the restriction of the information.

Mr. Ingle of the Fire Marshal's Office offered thanks to all agencies who contributed to fire safety this year. This was echoed by Bob Ricker of the Fire Prevention Commission.

Mr. Tony Murray of the USDOT PHMSA was present, and offered some information about PHMSA activities and training upcoming. He provided numerous literature and handouts about the PHMSA, to include hazmat response. He noted that there may be a ruling coming in March or April about the disclosure of crude-by-rail information disclosure. 

SERC Chairman Schiliro discussed the recent public hearing concerning the Environmental Impact Study relevant to the Salem/Hope Creek Nuclear Generating Station intent to build another reactor in the upcoming future. Jamie Turner stated that several DEMA personnel were at the hearing. Mr. Schiliro noted that the occurrence of the hearing was a good event for Delaware.

Senator Ennis raised the issue of LEPC liability in regards to the solicitation of funds from private business and industry, and asked if the LEPCs are public actors or public bodies.

DAG Lisa Morris stated that the New Castle LEPC is perceived to be a State agency, and therefore should not be soliciting funds on their own. The other LEPCs are regulated by their counties, or the City of Wilmington.

Senator Ennis asked if the Public Integrity Commission (PIC) should be asked about this.

Ms. Morris said that doing so may generate a negative response from the PIC. 

Chairman Schiliro said that we should proceed as we are currently doing, i.e. working with the Fire Company as a partner to the New Castle County LEPC.

Mr. Turner asked if the other counties or Wilmington solicit funds from business or industry.

The response from Kent and Sussex Counties was "no".  Ms Lynn Polling stated that when she worked with Lewis Environmental, Mr. Giles of Wilmington LEPC had solicited funds from them.

Chairman Schiliro stated that we have a good plan for New Castle County LEPC and the workshop, and let's stay with it.

Several members of the Commission noted the high degree of security and high quality of security forces protecting the Salem/Hope Creek Nuclear Generating Stations.
Ms. Gomez of Norfolk-Southern said she has information on arranging tours or the power plant, and recommended anyone with the opportunity to go on one.

Chairman Schiliro adjourned the meeting at approximately 10:10.
