Record of Votes Taken: 
1. Mr. Smith made a motion to approve the 9/22/14 Fee Schedule subcommittee meeting minutes.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved (all but Bakst and Rudin, who had not yet arrived).

2. Mr. Briggs made a motion to approve the 11/24/14 Data Collection subcommittee meeting minutes.   The motion was seconded and unanimously approved (all but Bakst and Rudin, who had not yet arrived).  
3. Mr. Capodanno made a motion to recommend to Secretary McMahon to reduce current pharmacy reimbursements by 20%.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Actions Agreed Upon:  
1. Secretary McMahon’s actuary, Allan Schwartz, continues his evaluation of the data to determine the effect of contract payments in determining how the Fee Schedule reductions will accomplish the statutorily mandated 20% savings.  The Fee Schedule must be in place by January 31, 2015.
2. DAG Oliver Cleary agreed to review the statutory changes regarding data collection in HB373 and advise the Panel if the use of a “standardized protocol” (such as NCCI) is still required for the data call.  

3. Carla Gee of OptumInsight agreed that every expense under Professional Services has now been captured other than pharmacy and anesthesia.  Anesthesia is a category the HCAP previously agreed did not warrant further reductions, and the current regulatory language does not allow for a reduction at this time.  This will be addressed in 2015, if necessary.  Pharmacy reimbursements will be reduced to achieve the overall 20% savings.
