Record of Votes Taken: 
1. Dr. Rudin made a motion to approve the 02/10/2015 minutes.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved (all but Ms. Smith, who had not yet arrived).  

2. Executive Session to discuss the “Outlier Report,” which contained proprietary contents excluded from the definition of “public record” in 29 Del.C. §10002(l):

a. At 4:10 p.m., Mr. Rhoades made a motion to enter into executive session.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

b. At 5:52 p.m., Mr. Rhoades made a motion to leave the executive session.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Actions Agreed Upon:
1. Mr. Forrest agreed to ask DAG Oliver Cleary , “Does the Panel need an actuary to confirm any changes it makes to the January 31, 2015, iteration of the DE Workers’ Compensation fee schedules will still result in the reductions mandated in HB373 – 19 Del.C. §2322B(a)?
2. Dr. Rudin agreed to send Ms. Forrest the name of the bill processing company to contact and schedule a presentation for the next combined subcommittees meeting on March 16, 2015.

3. Mr. Reed will attend the National Association of Insurance Commissioners (NAIC) Spring Meeting at the end of March and agreed to poll states regarding how changes to their states fee schedules impact contractual payments. 
4. Ms. Forrest will attend the International Association of Industrial Accident Boards and Commissions (IAIABC) Forum 2015 and agreed to gather information from the workshops on electronic data interchange (EDI).

5. OptumInsight’s Carla Gee will add a step to the “Outlier Report” model she created and presented to the group that first reduces fees in the fee schedule to certain category specific percentages of Medicare identified by the former Health Care Advisory Panel.
