1.0  CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Szymanski called the meeting to order at 8:40 a.m.  
 2.0  REVIEW OF MINUTES
The board reviewed the minutes of the January 18th, 2007 Board Meeting.  Mr. McBride made a motion to approve the meeting minutes with the amended changes to Other Business, seconded by Mr. Murray.  The motion was unanimously carried.
3.0  UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Coastal Permit Application Final Revisions
Ms. Foreit informed the board that Jennifer Wheatley of DNREC is making the required 
changes to the DNREC Website on the removal of the draft flood plans.  The website http://www.dnrec.state.de.us/dnrec2000/Divisions/Soil/ShorelineCons/Shoreline.htm.
will be updated as soon as possible to remove these plans.
Statute Changes and Late Fees
Ms. Foreit stated that a case had been made to the Director, James Collins, for having the land surveyor late renewal fee increased to twice the renewal fee.  In 2007, this would mean that professional land surveyors who failed to renew by June 30th would pay a late fee of $252.00 plus the renewal fee of $126.00 for a total renewal fee of $378.00.
Ms. Foreit also stated that the Board of Architects had removed during earlier statute changes the provision currently in Chapter 27, § 2708.  Mr. Schranck stated that with the board’s agreement he would draft a change to retire § 2708 (a) from the statute.   Mr. Murray stated that the board should also look at reviewing whether or not a retiree could pay a fee to be listed as retired when the land surveyor no longer practices.

A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. Kemp to have Mr. Schranck revise the statute under § 2708. The motion was unanimously carried.

Rules and Regulations

Ms. Foreit informed the board that the rules and regulations had been published in the February Edition of the Delaware Registry as required by the Administrative Procedures Act.  In addition, the notification of the hearing was also published in the Delaware State News as well as the News Journal on February 18th, 2007. 

The hearing was scheduled for public comment at the next meeting on March 15, 2007.

4.0  NEW BUSINESS

Propose to Deny Hearing for Bradley A.  Absher 
A Propose to Deny Hearing was conducted by the Board on the application for licensure of 

Mr. Bradley A.  Absher.   Mr. Absher was not represented by legal counsel and agreed to proceed without legal counsel.  Mr. Absher was sworn in and presented testimony on how he received his experience as a land surveyor.  After deliberation, a motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. McBride to continue to deny the application of Mr. Absher on the grounds that the applicant had not meet the experience requirement with the submission of references from Maryland Property Line Surveyor(s)  The applicant remains deficient 11 months of experience under a professional land surveyor. The board unanimously approved.  

Mr. Schranck informed the applicant that a copy of the board’s decision along with his appeal rights would be sent to him. 

Quarterly DAS Newsletter Submissions
Ms. Foreit distributed a final version of the board news article that will be published in the DAS Quarterly Newsletter.  Mr. Schranck stated that the name of individuals who received fines, reprimands, etc. could be published in the newsletter in the future however names should be eliminated on complaints that had been closed with no action taken by the board or the Deputy Attorney General’s Office.
