1.0  CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Szymanski called the meeting to order at 8:50 a.m.  
2.0  REVIEW OF MINUTES
The Board reviewed the minutes of the November 15th, 2007 Board Meeting.  Mr. Kemp made a motion to approve the meeting minutes with the proposed changes, seconded by Mr. McBride.  The motion was unanimously carried.
3.0  UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Final Draft of Rules and Regulations


The board reviewed the proposed final draft of the Rules and Regulations.  Mr. Kennedy asked that section 1.3 be revised to show the Board’s Vice Chair instead of Secretary to preside over meetings in the absence of the chair.   All members agreed to delete Attachment B and to revise section 12.4 to include a reference to Attachment A.  A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. Kennedy to accept the proposed changes. The motion was unanimously carried.   The changes will be submitted to Mr. Schranck for review and then published in the Delaware Registry. 
Board Order of Jack C. Hann

A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. Kennedy to table the approval of the board order for Mr. Jack C. Hann until the board’s legal counsel could review the order in its entirety.  The motion was unanimously carried. 
Board Order and Letter of Reprimand for Reade R. Long

The board made changes to several sections of the order for Reade R. Long.  A motion was made by 
Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. Kennedy to table the approval of the order until the required changes could be made and reviewed by the board’s legal counsel.  The motion was unanimously carried. 

Board Order and Letter of Reprimand for Charles J. Kerns, Jr.

The board made changes to several sections of the order for Charles J. Kerns, Jr.   A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. Kennedy to table the approval of the order until the required changes could be made and reviewed by the board’s legal counsel.  The motion was unanimously carried. 

Senate Bill Sponsorship Required for Title 24, Chapter 27
Mr. Murray stated that the changes were not proposed to Title 24 but rather to Title 10.  The board reviewed the proposed statutory changes submitted by Mr. Murray and reviewed by Mr. Schranck prior to the board meeting.

  The proposed changes will make a land survey valid for a six year period similar to the statute of limitations contained currently in 10 Del.C. §8127 for contractors.  Mr. Murray asked if the engineers currently had a statutory limitation for their seal in the engineering code.  Mr. Schranck will be contacted to research whether or not the engineering statute provides a time limitation on their seal of surveys, documents, etc.   A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. McBride to table the discussion until the next meeting.  The motion was unanimously carried. 
Senate Bill Sponsorship Required for Title 25, Chapter 1
Mr. Szymanski requested proposed statutory changes to Title 25, Chapter 1. Mr. Szymanski stated that the proposed changes are needed to ensure that individuals in any profession who perform land surveying services adhere to the Minimum Technical Standards.  These proposed changes will require all boundary monuments on plats to be set prior to filing of the recorded plat.  Mr. Kemp expressed some concern that in Sussex County surveyors were recording plats and then going back to install the monument.  A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. McBride to table the discussion until the next meeting when legal counsel was available.  The motion was unanimously carried. 










Hearing Invitation Correspondence for Petition
Mr. Szymanski submitted to the Board for review a memorandum addressed to the DE Real Estate Commission, Delaware Bar Association and DE Banking Commission regarding the review of the board to abolish the Mortgage Inspection Plan.  Mr. Szymanski stated that the letter will need legal review.  A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. McBride to send the letter to the commissions after legal review. The motion was unanimously carried. 

4.0  New Business
NCEES Testing Results from the October, 2007 Exam

Ms. Foreit informed the board that the board office still was not in receipt of the NCEES Testing Scores for either the Fundamental or Principles of Surveying Examinations.  All testing scores for the DE State Drainage and Jurisprudence Examination have been sent to the testing candidates.

Mr. Kemp and Mr. Szymanski signed the wall certificates for Donald S. Finch, Bradley A. Absher, and Larry Mann.
Applications by Reciprocity
The board reviewed the application of John Alexander to sit for the DE State Drainage/Jurisprudence Examination.  A motion was made by Mr. McBride, seconded by Mr. Szymanski to approve the application of Mr. Alexander to sit for the exam.  The motion was unanimously carried.
The board reviewed the application of Leslie Cordel Sherrill to sit for the DE State Drainage/Jurisprudence Examination and the NCEES Fundamentals of Surveying Examination.  A motion was made by 
Mr. Kemp, seconded by Mr. McBride to approve the application of Mr. Sherrill to sit for the DE State 

Drainage/Jurisprudence and NCEES Fundamentals of Surveying Examination.  The motion was unanimously carried. 

The board reviewed the application of Joseph E. Filippone to sit for the DE State Drainage/Jurisprudence Examination and the NCEES Fundamentals of Surveying Examination.  A motion was made by 
Mr. Murray to approve Mr. Filippone to sit for the DE State Drainage/Jurisprudence Examination as 
Mr. Filippone had already taken and passed the NCEES Fundamentals of Surveying Examination.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Szymanski. The motion was unanimously carried. 

The board reviewed the application of Michael Lamplugh, Sr. to sit for the DE State Drainage/Jurisprudence Examination.  A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. McBride to approve Mr. Lamplugh to sit for the DE State Drainage/Jurisprudence Examination.  The motion was unanimously carried. 

Re-Review of Application for James Simpson
The board re-reviewed the application of James Simpson and determined that Mr. Simpson did in fact have to sit for the Fundamentals of Surveying Examination.  A motion was made by Mr. McBride, seconded by Mr. Szymanski to have Mr. Simpson sit for the NCEES Fundamentals of Surveying Examination unless he could substantiate that he had already completed the examination.  The motion was unanimously carried. 
Mr. Szymanski asked that Ms. Foreit contact the Maryland Board of Professional Land Surveyors to inquire as to why that state board is now waiving the Fundamentals of Surveying Examination.  Ms. Foreit will contact Deborah Evans the Board’s Administrative Liaison and report at the next board meeting on the findings.
