Call to Order/Welcome:

Approval of Minutes:

Discussion and Action Items:

EPA Report: “Delaware Animal Agriculture Program Assessment”
· The EPA has written this draft to see if we are meeting all of the requirements
· There will be a meeting held between DDA, DNREC and the EPA on 05-06-15
· We intend to explain our Nutrient Management System to them and how we intersect with CAFO

· Laura Hill and Dave Baker will be attending and representing the Commission
· In this draft from the EPA, it is stating that there are 2451 farms that have over $1000 in sales in commodities and stating that our compliances are lacking
· We plan on showing them where the differences are between their assessment and what is reported to us
· The purpose of this meeting is to have a pathway of communication between EPA and DDA/DNREC

· The part we will emphasize is having them understand our terminology and what we are actually doing

· There needs to be education and clarity from both sides

· Larry stated that the template for poultry producers with no land (generators only) has been approved by the EPA and that after it has been publicly noticed, we can start issuing the permits for the generators
Discussion the job description for Nutrient Management Program Administrator
· The commission was asked to look at the current job description and see if they wanted to make a ratification
· The actually job description cannot be changed, however, things may be added in a separate paragraph

· The position is actually listed as Environmental Program Manager II and will go by Nutrient Management Section Manager
· Advertising for this position will start as soon as the commission reviews and makes any changes if wanted
Administrator’s Report: 

·         Larry Towle outlined the Administrator’s Report (a copy of which is attached to the original minutes).

·        Larry stated that there is a change to the Personnel 319 fund and that it is now being broke down in three sections because it comes from three different grants instead of just lumping it all together to list on Administrative Report
·        Relocation is being spent and paid as the requests come in
·        Bill Vanderwende asked about the three complaints that were reported and Bob Coleman responded in saying that they were all either in proper field staging or odor. Bob stated that there was satisfaction resolution with all three and that he would be keeping them open for the next 4-6 weeks for reassurance.
