CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Nowell called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m. 
REVIEW OF MINUTES

NEW BUSINESS

Disciplinary Hearing of Oliver Dofiles, Complaint #14-02-07

Mr. Nowell called the hearing to order at 5:41 pm. State’s Exhibit 1 and Respondent’s Exhibits 1 through 9 were marked for identification.

Ms. Adams, Deputy Attorney General for the Board gave a brief opening statement and the members of the Board introduced themselves.

Ms. Gadbois, Deputy Attorney General representing the State began with opening statements. The reason for the hearing was that Mr. Dofiles failed to disclose on his original application to Delaware and then again on his renewal form that he was denied licensure twice by California.
Mr. Boyle, attorney represent Mr. Dofiles, had Mr. Dofiles sworn in and proceeded with questions.

Mr. Dofiles admitted to lying on his application and his renewal form for Delaware. He also admitted to falsifying his test scores in California in order to work there. Mr. Dofiles stated he was sorry for his actions and was taking steps to correct his behavior, such as attending ethic courses.

The Board members then questioned Mr. Dofiles. He admitted to applying to Delaware because he was denied in California and if he could get a license in Delaware, he would be able to apply to California by reciprocity. He had no intention of working in Delaware.

Ms. Adams requested to go off record. Respondent’s Exhibit 10 was marked for identification.

Mr. Nowell requested to go back on record and the Board proceeded with more questions. 
Closing statements were given by Ms. Gadbois and Mr. Boyle.

Ms. Smith made a motion, seconded by Mr. Kotrch to go off record for deliberations. The motion was unanimously carried.

Ms. Smith made a motion, seconded by Ms. Harris to revoke the license of Oliver Dofiles for violation of Del Code 24, Chapter 26, Section 2616(a)(2) and 2616(a)(6), which states 

(a) The Board, after due notice and hearing as provided in rules and regulations promulgated by the Board, may refuse to license or register any applicant or may refuse to renew the license or registration of any person or may suspend or revoke the license or registration of any licensed or registered person who:

(2) Attempts to or obtains licensure or registration by fraud or misrepresentation;

(6) Has had the license to practice physical therapy or registration or license to act as a physical therapist, physical therapist assistant or athletic trainer, revoked or suspended or has had other disciplinary action taken or an application for licensure or registration has been refused, revoked or suspended by the proper authorities of another state, territory or country;

The motion was unanimously carried.

Ms. Smith made a motion, seconded by Mr. Kotrch to close the hearing. The motion was unanimously carried. 
The hearing closed at 6:56 pm.

Verbatim testimony was recorded by the court reporter.
