An article stated that the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services have prepared for publication the final regulations regarding the Medicare qualifications for physical therapists and physical therapists assistants.  The final regulations make clear that the states have the authority to approve and select the licensing examination required to practice within their jurisdiction. Ms. Kelly will review to see if these regulations have any effect on licensure in Delaware.
