CALL TO ORDER
Dr. Hollingsworth called the meeting to order at 9:03 a.m.

REVIEW OF MINUTES
The Board reviewed the February 5, 2007 minutes for approval.  Dr. Hollingsworth asked that some clarifications be made on page 2.   Dr. Johnson made a motion, seconded by Mr. Anglin, to approve the amended minutes with the noted corrections.  Motion unanimously carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Report on Committee’s Discussion of Psychological Assistant Requirements
Dr. Hollingsworth noted that the Committee had met on March 5, 2007 to discuss the psychological assistant educational requirements.  The committee members include Dr. Hollingsworth, Dr. Johnson and Mr. Anglin.  DAG Adams will prepare a draft with the noted changes and this will be placed on the agenda for further discussion.
Review of Tabled Application - Dr. Barbara Briggs
The Board reviewed the documentation that Dr. Briggs submitted in support of her tabled application for licensure by reciprocity.  Dr. Johnson made a motion, seconded by Dr. Keyes, to propose to deny Dr. Briggs’s application.  The Board could not determine that her education credentials were equivalent to an APA accredited doctoral degree. Motion carried with Dr. DiRenzo and Mr. Anglin opposing.
NEW BUSINESS
Public Hearing for Proposed Changes to Rules and Regulations – Rules 5.0, 10.0 and 13.0
The Public Hearing was called to order at 9:44 a.m. and verbatim testimony was taken by a court reporter.  DAG Adams introduced Exhibit 1, New Journal publication and Exhibit 2, State News publication.  Introductions took place.  There were no written comments received.  The floor was opened for any public comments.  There being none, the Board went off the record to deliberate.  At 9:58 a.m., the Board went back on the record.  Dr. Johnson made a motion, seconded by Mr. Szczuka, to accept the proposed changes as written.  The Order, with corrections noted, was signed by all Board members present and will be published in the May 1st edition of the Register.
Proposal to Deny Hearing of Dr. Judith Pierson as a Psychologist by Reciprocity
The hearing was called to order at 10:12 a.m.  Exhibits were marked and verbatim testimony was taken by the court reporter.  Dr. Pierson was sworn in and testified for the record.  The Board went off the record to deliberate and went on the record at 10:25 a.m.  Mr. Anglin made a motion, seconded by Dr. Johnson, to approve her application because her doctoral program was APA approved at the time of her enrollment.  Motion unanimously carried.  The hearing closed at 10:31 a.m.  A Board Order will need to be signed by the Board at the next meeting.
Proposal to Deny Hearing of Dr. Robin L. Hegvik to sit for EPPP Examination
The hearing was called to order at 10:41 a.m.  Exhibits were marked and verbatim testimony was taken by the court reporter.  Dr. Hegvik was sworn in and testified for the record.  It was decided during deliberations that the Board would offer Dr. Hegvik the option to withdraw her application due to the fact that she did not meet the qualifications to sit for the EPPP Examination.  Dr. Hegvik exercised the option to withdraw her application.  Mr. Szczuka made a motion, seconded by Dr. Keyes, to accept Dr. Hegvik’s withdrawal. Motion unanimously carried.  No Board Order will be necessary.
Review of Application for Initial Licensure – Dr. Pamela Smith
The Board reviewed Dr. Smith’s application for initial licensure.  Mr. Anglin made a motion, seconded by Dr. Johnson, to approve Dr. Smith’s application.  Motion unanimously carried.
Other Business before the Board (For Discussion Only)
The Board discussed setting up a time to review the current rules and regulations for licensure by reciprocity.  It was determined that this item would be placed on the May agenda for discussion, if time allows.
