CALL TO ORDER

Dr. Northey called the meeting to order at 12:17 p.m. 
REVIEW OF MINUTES

The Board reviewed the March 28, 2007 minutes for approval. Mr. Gregory made a motion, seconded by Ms. Murray, to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS


Review of Application for LPCMH Licensure by Certification – Willie Watson
The Board reviewed Mr. Watson’s  application for LPCMH licensure by certification.  Dr. Walsh made a motion, seconded by Ms. Krieger, to approve Mr. Watson’s application. 
Motion unanimously carried.




Review of Application for LPCMH Licensure by Certification – Rachael Scarpitti
The Board reviewed Ms. Scarpitti’s application for LPCMH licensure by certification. Dr. Walsh made a motion, seconded by Ms. Krieger, to propose to deny Ms. Scarpitti’s application because Drew Pyle School is not a clinical counseling setting. Members discussed a notation on the application that indicated that Ursuline Academy had been accepted as a clinical counseling setting in 1993. Mr. Spizzirri advised members that they are not bound by a previous board decision. In addition, the Board approves applicants for licensure, not  clinical counseling settings. Motion unanimously carried.





































Correspondence

Other Business (for discussion only)

Mr. Spizzirri read the subcommittee’s proposed revision to the Board’s Rule 2.4. (Attachment A)  Dr. Walsh made a motion, seconded by Ms. Krieger, to have the proposed rule published in the June 1, 2007 Register of Regulations and conduct a public hearing at the June meeting. Motion unanimously carried.

Dr. Northey invited members to comment on the board’s strategic planning. Members dialogued about a change in process for application review that would include both a primary and secondary reviewer. The primary reviewer would be a licensed member with a public member as the secondary reviewer. This would give an opportunity for public members to better understand the licensing requirements. Development of requirement checklists for each of the specialties was recommended.

Members discussed the relationship of continuing education to continued competency and how best to make the two related. Use of supervision of practice was listed as a possibility.  Members discussed whether the measure of continued competence is at the entry/general level or at the specialty practice level.
Members discussed whether as a board they can educate licensees about compliance with HIPPA regulations and if so, how best to accomplish the education.  Mr. Spirrizzi advised that the board can educate, but that such is not mandated. Newsletters and workshops were mentioned with consensus that use of the board’s website to provide links to HIPPA information should be initially explored.

Specifically, the proposed changes clarify the definition of “Professional Counseling Experience” for the benefit of prospective applicants.

2.1.3 Professional Counseling Experience - Professional Counseling experience shall be defined as means the accumulation of hours spent providing face-to-face professional mental health clinical counseling services in a professional mental health clinical counseling setting, including face-to-face interaction with clients, and other matters directly related to the treatment of clients, in a setting or facility that is clearly designated to provide professional mental health clinical counseling services and is subject to the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA).
