REVIEW OF MINUTES

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Proposal to Deny Hearing – Anne Weber
The Board held a formal hearing to consider the application for Licensed Professional Counselor of Mental Health (LPCMH) for Anne Weber, which the board had proposed to deny at its February 28, 2007 meeting. The hearing was held pursuant to Ms. Weber’s request under 29 Del. C. Section 10131(c). Present for the hearing was Ms. Weber. Verbatim testimony was recorded. Based on the evidence presented at the hearing, a motion was made by Dr. Walsh and seconded by Mr. Kriner to deny Anne Weber’s application because the evidence presented at the hearing failed to demonstrate to the Board that Ms. Weber’s professional and supervised experience obtained at Archmere Academy was obtained in a clinical mental health setting as required by Rule 5.2.4., nor was the supervisor who provided Ms. Weber’s supervision licensed at the time he provided the supervision. Motion unanimously carried.

Review of Application for LCDP Licensure by Certification – Donald Taggart

Mr. Kriner abstained. Motion carried.

The Board reviewed Ms. Friend’s application for LPCMH licensure by NBCC certification. Dr. Walsh made a motion, seconded by Ms. Murrell to approve the application. Motion unanimously carried.
