CALL TO ORDER

Dr. Northey called the meeting to order at 12:37 p.m. 

REVIEW OF MINUTES

The Board reviewed the May 23, 2007 minutes for approval. Mr. Doyle made a motion, seconded by Mr. Cherneski to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Proposal to Deny Hearing – Rachel Scarpitti
The Board held a formal hearing to consider the application for Licensed Professional Counselor of Mental Health (LPCMH) for Rachel Scarpitti, which the board had proposed to deny at its April 25, 2007 meeting. The hearing was held pursuant to Ms. Scarpitti’s request under 29 Del. C. Section 10131(c). Present for the hearing was Ms. Scarpitti. Verbatim testimony was recorded. Based on the evidence presented at the hearing, a motion was made by Dr. Northey and seconded by Ms. Murray to deny Rachel Scarpitti’s application because the evidence presented at the hearing failed to demonstrate to the Board that Ms. Scarpitti’s professional and supervised experience obtained at Ursuline Academy was obtained in a clinical mental health setting as required by Rule 2.1.3. Mr. Doyle abstained. Motion carried. 
Public Hearing on Marriage and Family Therapy Regulations 
The Board held a public hearing for the purpose of adding rules and regulations for Marriage and Family Therapists. Dr. Northey opened the hearing. Verbatim testimony was recorded. Mr. Spizzirri read a draft of the final order. The proposed changes were reviewed by the Board. The Board received written comment from Ronald Walker, asking that the Board consider a Masters of Divinity degree to be an acceptable allied health degree. There was no public comment. Dr. Walsh made a motion, seconded by Ms. Murray to adopt the rules as proposed. Motion unanimously carried. 
Review of Tabled Application for LCDP Licensure by Certification – Donald Taggart

The Board reviewed Mr. Taggart’s application for LCDP licensure by DCB Inc. certification which was tabled at the May 23, 2007 meeting for a letter from Dr. Dick, a licensed Delaware psychiatrist, verifying that he specialized in chemical dependency. Mr. Buskirk made a motion, seconded by Mr. Gregory to approve the application. Motion unanimously carried.

Review of Tabled Application for LPCMH Licensure by NAFC Certification – Dennis Smith
The Board reviewed Mr. Smith’s application for LPCMH licensure by NBCC certification which was tabled at the May 23, 2007 meeting. Dr. Walsh made a motion, seconded by Mr. Gregory to propose to deny the application because the setting in which Mr. Smith’s experience was obtained is not a clinical setting and his 

certifications as a Certified Pastoral Addictions Counselor and Master Addictions Counselor are not involved with clinical mental health counseling. Motion unanimously carried.
