I. Call to Order – The meeting was Called to Order at 9:50 a.m.
II. Approval of Minutes – The Minutes of the 04/20/16 meeting were approved as submitted.
III. Approval of Agenda – The Agenda was approved as submitted.
IV. Chair’s Report

1. Barbara has been attending the Pedestrian Council regularly every other month and will continue for the next 2 years.  There was a “bikable” Summit in May.

V. Staff Report

1. Pat provided a reminder of the recent email from AIDD concerning the recension of past Information Memorandums by AIDD.  An email was sent this past week to give details.
2. Pat also shared information about grant issues from ACL.  An email was sent this past week with details.
VI. Financial Report/FAC Committee Report – The Financial Report was presented and approved.  Steve Tull who is the Chair currently will be ending his 12 year term this summer.  We will need someone to step up to be Chair of the FAC.  We also need a few more members for the Committee.  Steve will continue to serve until we find a replacement.
VII. Current Business

1. Self-Advocacy Organization – Update – Pat reminded the Committee that we need to support a self-advocacy organization and no one is applying for our grant funding.  We discussed taking an alternate strategy and possibly contracting for someone to mentor a self-advocacy organization. The Policy & Law Committee will discuss this and make a recommendation to the full Council.
Barbara and Bill reported that DPF need to get motivated for the next steps of the organization.
2. DDC State Plan/Strategic Planning – Draft Plan – Pat provided copies of the Draft Plan, the comments we’ve received from the public, and the final report that Karen Bell provided to us after the Retreats.  Committees are discussing strategies and action steps to support the work in the Plan for the next 5 years.  Pat also asked the Members to review the current Mission Statement.  Ideas for any changes will be discussed at Committees and then the July meeting.
3. Supported Decision-Making – Update – Pat provided a copy of the final report for the grant to Quality Trust.  We are waiting for S.B. #230 to be worked in the Senate.
4. Legislative Update – Brian was not able to attend the meeting so this subject will be deferred to the Council meeting in July.  We did talk about the Parking Bill and the hold up with that bill.  Advocates need to voice their concerns about accessible parking.
5. DE Disability History – Pat provided an explanation of the beginning work of a presentation of the history of Delaware history.  We are working on a project that will probably take at least a year maybe 2 to completed.  Many disability organizations are taking part in the work and the research of the history.
VIII. New Business
1. NACDD Conference/TA Institute – July – Barbara and other Members will be attending the conference in Washington.  She will be attending a day-long training for Council Chairs as well as the other workshops.
2. Reinventing Quality – July – Several of us will be attending this Conference in Baltimore at the end of July.
3. Membership Committee – Approval of Members – Members of the Membership Committee were unanimously approved that Karen McLaughlin and Karen Gallagher be the Members of the Membership Committee.  Membership Committee will develop the Ballot for the September Election of Officers.
4. Speakers for Future meetings – Money Follows the Person representative will present at the July meeting and Leslie Hailey from DDDS will present at the September meeting.  Members suggested that we invite Rick to talk about 321 Foundation and Sara Weir from NDSS to talk about the ABLE Act.  Rick will make an invitation to Ms. Weir.
Terri suggested that for 2017 that we invite the new Administration to introduce themselves and their work.
