	COMMENTS
	This project is for the replacement of the existing bathroom partitions.  The current bathrooms are not compliant for the following reasons:

1. The existing accessible stall is only 59” wide and needs to be a minimum of 60” wide.

2. The existing accessible stall has a sink per Delaware Code but the sink encroaches in the clear space as required by the ADA between the toilet area and any other fixture.

3. None of the sinks have insulated pipes.

4. There are no vertical or rear grab bars in the accessible stall.

5. The clearance between the latch side approach on the door to the accessible stall and the sink is 38”.  A distance of 42” is required as per 604.8.1.2.
The following will be completed during the partition replacement:

1. Both rear and vertical grab bars will be installed as per 604 of the ADA.

2. New partitions will be installed with proper door width as is existing.

3. All sink piping shall be insulated as per ADA.

4. The new partition shall be mounted at a distance of 60” from the sidewall. 

They are requesting a waiver for the following items:

1. The installation of new bathroom partitions without relocating the existing sinks in the accessible stalls. 
2. The distance between the accessible stall door and the existing sinks.

Since there 22 other accessible one-bedroom unit they are requesting that the Managers unit not be required to be accessible.  The requirement from Fair Housing is for 5% of the units to be accessible and the project has supplied 20%.
