CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Mancus called the meeting to order at 1:01 p.m. 

REVIEW OF MINUTES

The Board reviewed the April 5, 2007 minutes for approval. Mr. Long made a motion, seconded by Mr. Neeman to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion unanimously carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Review of Proposed to Deny Tournament Application(s) – Columbian Home Association
At its meeting on April 5, 2007, the Board proposed to deny Columbian Home Association’s Texas Hold’em Tournament application because the IRS letter submitted in support of the application indicated Columbian Home Association is a 501(c )(2) entity which is a Title Holding Corporation and not a charitable organization as required by Article II, § 17B of the state Constitution. Columbia Home Association was notified by certified and regular mail that it had the right to request a hearing before the Board on the matter.  Having received no request for a hearing from Columbian Home Association, Mr. Long made a motion, seconded by Mr. Neeman to deny the application. Motion unanimously carried. 

Review of Tabled Bingo Application(s) – Frederica Senior Center
The Board reviewed Frederica Senior Center’s application for a basket bingo event which it had tabled at the April 5, 2007 meeting because the application did not contain a list of baskets and their values.
