Call to Order/Welcome

Acting Chairman Gallagher called the public session to order at 10:20 a.m., and welcomed those in attendance.  

Approval of Minutes

Mr. Lockhart moved to approve the Minutes of March 6, 2007 as written, Mr. DiMario seconded, and the Motion passed unanimously.  
Discussion Items
· Drawing Blood:  Can Vet Technician Be Used?  There was considerable discussion amongst the Rules Committee members and the Veterinarians in attendance. The Vets expressed strong opposition to the use of techs to draw blood. Dr. Ricker said it was illegal for unauthorized techs to draw blood in Delaware. To his knowledge, only three techs have been approved to date. State of Delaware Title 24 Professional Regulation was introduced by Dr. Ricker. Section 11 addresses “Qualification for Licensure by Examination as a Veterinary Technician”. Obstacles to Techs drawing blood vs. Vets were summarized as 1.) The Law, 2.) Liability and 3.) Impact on the appeal process. Mr. DiMario encouraged the committee and DHRC to be proactive and to be prepared with a plan in the event of changes regarding the use of Vet Techs to draw blood.
· DHRC Rule 6:  Detention and Claiming Issues:

· 6.3.1.8 - recommended changing “9:00 a.m.” to “ NOON” in l. 4.

· 6.3.1.10 -recommended changing the validity term to “expire after 30 days of issuance” vs. “the end of the race meeting.”
· 6.3.3.1 -recommended deleting the last sentence beginning with: “Such deposit also may be made by wire transfer…”
· 6.3.3.13 - recommended deleting: “to be entered” l, 13 & 14.
