CALL TO ORDER

Ms. Civarelli called the meeting to order at 9:12 a.m.
REVIEW OF MINUTES

The board reviewed the minutes of the June 6th, 2006 Board Meeting.  Mr. Shultie made a motion to approve the meeting minutes with the proposed changes, seconded by Ms. Hopkins.  The motion was unanimously carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Conferences



Peggy Foreit asked if anyone would like to attend either the NIC in August, 2006 or the National Association of Barber Boards Conferences in September, 2006.   The board members could not attend the NIC Conference for Cosmetology however Mr. Shultie stated that he would like to attend the National Association of Barber Boards Conference.  Peggy Foreit will have the Division make the arrangements for Mr. Shultie to attend the conference and obtain his travel itinerary for the next meeting.
October 2006 On-Line Renewal
Ms. Foreit stated that the postcards for the on-line renewal process would be mailed to all cosmetologists by the first week in September, 2006.  As part of the on-line renewal process a question was to be developed to make sure that all cosmetologists attested to the fact that if applicable the cosmetologist had obtained a Division of Revenue Business License.  In addition, Ms. Foreit stated that a letter was being developed by the Division to send to all cosmetologists prior to the renewal in August, 2006 explaining how to obtain a business license or how to contact the Division of Revenue to clarify if a cosmetologist needed a business license.  
Abby Adams stated that she would develop the question for the on-line renewal form if the board was in agreement and review the Division of Revenue Letter being sent out by the Division of Professional Regulation.  Ms. Bonargio made a motion to approve the on-line renewal and letter being reviewed by Ms. Adams as well as the Division of Professional Regulation sending the letter, seconded by Mr. Shultie. The motion was unanimously carried.


NEW BUSINESS

Voluntary Treatment Program Presentation
Kay Warren, Deputy Director for the Division of Professional Regulation gave a Power point presentation on the Voluntary Treatment Option Program that is offered for many licensees.  The program gives licensees the opportunity to get assistance if they have an addiction problem prior to affecting their work.  Several questions were posed by the board and answered by 

Ms. Warren.  The program requires a board member to be a coordinator for the program.  

Ms. Civarelli volunteered to be the coordinator. The Board agreed.   


Scheduled Hearings

Abby Adams informed the board that she had been in contact with Mr. Francisco Santos’ legal counsel.  Ms. Adams stated that Mr. Santos is withdrawing his application to the board for licensure as a barber.  Mr. Cooke made a motion to accept the withdrawn of Mr. Francisco Santos’ Application as a barber, seconded by Ms. Hopkins.  The motion was unanimously carried.
A rule to show cause hearing had been tentatively scheduled for the 6/26/2006 board meeting.  Ms. Foreit updated the board that the Division of Professional Regulation was unable to serve notice upon Mr. Leslie Thompson of the Hair Palace Cosmetology School of the hearing.  Attempts were made by the board office to serve Mr. Thompson the notice of the hearing.  The certified mail had been returned to the board office.  Ms. Adams stated that this hearing would be postponed and discussed with James Hanley, Prosecuting Deputy Attorney General.  The rule to show cause hearing will be rescheduled for a future board meeting.
Consent Agreement for Complaint# 08-04-06

Ms. Adams stated that in the future board members could be provided a copy of the consent agreements prior to the board meeting.  The consent agreement for a letter of reprimand will be reviewed at the September Board Meeting.  A motion was made by Ms. Nellius to table the consent agreement for the September 25th, 2006 Board Meeting, seconded by Mr. Cook.  The motion was unanimously carried.
