Updates from Board of Barber Examiners Workshop
The board members were distributed a copy of the meeting minutes from the September Meeting of the Board of Barber Examiners Workshop.  Mr. Richard Shultie gave an update to the board on the benefits of attending this conference.  Mr. Shultie stated that states are conducting routine inspections of shops and fining shops or barbers who violate their statutes.  In addition some states are also conducting HIV Testing as a condition of licensure for barbers.
Mr. Shultie stated that the board should look into the feasibility of our Board fining barbers and requiring HIV Testing.

Other Business before the Board

Ms. Adams further stated that the Division of Professional Regulation is currently able to conduct inspections only with the generation of a complaint from an individual.  

Ms. Adams stated that hair braiders are not required to be licensed under the cosmetology statute.
