Update to Cosmetology Renewals




Peggy Foreit informed the board that the Cosmetology Renewal ended on 10/31/2006.  The Board Office was continuing to receive late renewals and licensees were expressing displeasure with the late renewal fee.  Peggy Foreit informed board members that all license groups pay a late renewal fee which is in most cases equal to one half of the license renewal fee.
Application for Schools to Obtain Reports on Line

Peggy Foreit informed the board that a form from PCS will be sent to all schools.  Schools will be able to obtain their own computer generated reports on line.  Each school administrator will be provided by the PCS Testing Service a user id and password.  The application for testing will be updated to include language for students to consent to the sharing of their testing scores with the school where they completed their cosmetology education.

Hearings
Propose to Deny Hearing of Dayshawn Green
A Propose to Deny Hearing was conducted by the Board on the application for licensure of 

Mr. Dayshawn Green.   Mr. Green was not represented by legal counsel and agreed to proceed without legal counsel.  Mr. Green was sworn in and presented testimony on how he received his felony conviction, robbery in the second degree.   Ms. Adams presented two exhibits: one of Mr. Green’s licensure application and a second of Mr. Green’s State Bureau of Investigative Report.  After the board’s deliberation, a motion was made by Ms. Nellius to waive the licensure requirement under 24 Del. C. §5107(a) (6), seconded by Mr. Cook. The board unanimously approved.  Mr. Green will be allowed to sit for DE Cosmetology Examination.

Ms. Abby informed the board that the Rule to Show Cause Hearing of the Hair Palace Cosmetology and Barbering School would need to be tabled.  Ms. Adams stated that several attempts have been made to contact the school owners. Ms. Adams stated that she will consult with Mr. James Hanley, Prosecuting Deputy Attorney General, on how to legally proceed.

A motion was made by Ms. Bonargio, seconded by Ms. Hopkins to table the Rule to Show Cause Hearing to a later date.  The motion was unanimously carried.
