Review and Discussion CMS Proposed Revisions to Physical Therapist Qualification Standards

The FSBPT sent notice to the Board that the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (“CMS”), an agency of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services had released proposed rules to change the qualification standards for physical therapists. The FSBPT maintains that if allowed to stand, the new rules would dramatically and adversely impact the rights and licensing autonomy of state licensing boards. The FSBPT is encouraging all state boards to voice their opposition to these rules. At this time, the Board will maintain a holding position to see what develops.

Ms. Smith questioned the Board if anyone had heard about the APTA offering clinical specialty programs to PTAs. No one had. Ms. Harris said that from the general sound of the program, it might serve to further the profession.
