CALL TO ORDER

Dr. Gambardella called the meeting to order at 9:31 a.m.   Members introduced themselves.  
REVIEW OF MINUTES

The Board reviewed the minutes of the meeting held on September 13, 2006.  Ms. Padula made a motion, seconded by Ms. Cohee, to approve the minutes as presented.  Ms. Cohee, Ms. Edwards, Dr. Gambardella,  Ms. Padula, Ms. Richter, Dr. Vanderwall, Ms. Walker, Ms. Washabau, and Dr. Zickafoose voted in favor.  Ms. Hopkins and Mr. Mangler abstained.  The motion was carried.  
The Board reviewed the minutes of the hearing for Kathleen Knapp held on September 13, 2006.  Ms. Washabau made a motion, seconded by Ms. Edwards, to approve the minutes as presented.  Ms. Cohee, Ms. Edwards, Dr. Gambardella, Ms. Padula, Ms. Richter, Ms. Walker, Ms. Washabau, and Dr. Zickafoose voted in favor.  Ms. Hopkins, Mr. Mangler and Dr. Vanderwall abstained.  The motion was carried.  

The Board reviewed the minutes of the hearing for Cindy Bransfield held on September 13, 2006.  Dr. Vanderwall made a motion, seconded by Ms. Padula, to approve the minutes as presented.  Ms. Cohee, Ms. Edwards, Ms. Padula, Dr. Vanderwall, Ms. Walker, Ms. Washabau, and Dr. Zickafoose voted in favor.  Dr. Gambardella, Ms. Hopkins, Mr. Mangler, and Ms. Richter abstained.  The motion was carried.  

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA

Dr. Zickafoose made a motion, seconded by Mr. Mangler, to adopt the agenda as presented. The motion was unanimously carried.  
ACTIVITIES REPORT
The report was reviewed without action.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Application to establish PN Program – Delaware Institute of Health Sciences (formerly Majestique)   Members were provided with additional faculty member resumes not available prior to the meeting, which could not be properly reviewed for action.  Members noted ongoing uncertainty about teaching assignments that do not assign faculty members with  specific  educational and/or practice experience to teach in their specialty. Members noted ongoing uncertainty about where pediatric and maternal-child nursing clinical experiences  will be provided. Members asked that there be further development of course objectives to include measurable outcomes. Members reinforced their earlier recommendation that the services of a consultant be used to complete the application for presentation.  Representatives of the program were reminded that the Board is responsible for assuring that the program meets the requirements of Section 2 of the Board’s Rules and Regulations before issuing approval to admit students. Full approval is not granted until after graduation of the first class.  Mr. Mangler made a motion, seconded by Ms Cohee,  to table and schedule a Board meeting for the purpose of reviewing  and taking action on the application   All information must be submitted no less than one week prior to the meeting  to allow for mailing and review by members. The motion was unanimously carried.  
Application to establish PN Program – Leads School of Technology -  Members noted that the most recent list  of faculty members included incomplete information for two faculty members.

Members noted ongoing concern about teaching assignments that do not assign faculty members with specific educational and/or practice experience to teach in their specialty.  The  faculty handbook with policies, procedures and forms needs to be submitted for review. Library holdings need to show several years of journals, rather than a single issue. Motion by Dr. Zickafoose, seconded by Ms. Richter, to schedule a site visit with the request that the additional information be submitted for review prior to the visit.  The motion was unanimously carried. Dr. Gambardella, Ms. Walker and Ms. Washabau volunteered to conduct the visit.  Ms. Boardman will coordinate the site visit date. 
Applicant Reviews

Jan McLaren – RN applicant, with Florida license that is currently under investigation, seeks license approval.  Applicant was advised after the September Board meeting to submit additional information regarding the investigation and that  it was her duty to report any disciplinary action taken following the current investigation. Members reviewed the submitted information.  Dr. Zickafoose made a motion, seconded by Ms. Edwards, to proceed with licensure processing with reinforcement that further review will result if there is a disciplinary action taken by the Florida Board of Nursing.  The motion was unanimously carried.  

Abby Ngaima-Wilson – RN applicant, who upon passing NCLEX-RN, did not meet the practice requirement for licensure.  Applicant has completed an alternate supervised practice plan with Rockford Center and members reviewed the required documentation of the plan. Ms. Padula made a motion, seconded by Dr, Vanderwall, to approve licensure.  The motion was unanimously carried.  

Cynthia Diefenbeck – Psychiatric/Mental Health Clinical Nurse Specialist, who does not meet the practice requirement, has obtained a collaborative agreement with Dr.  Roberta Luff at the University of Delaware Center for Counseling and Student Development as required in Section 8.11.2.2 of the Board’s Rules and Regulations.  Ms. Padula made a motion, seconded by Ms. Washabau, to grant a temporary permit under supervision. The motion was unanimously carried.  
JOINT PRACTICE COMMITTEE
Ms. Boardman reported that the committee met on September 26, 2006 and five applicants were reviewed and approved for prescriptive authority.  Their names were forwarded to the Board of Medical Practice for final approval at their October 3, 2006 meeting.  
PRESIDENT’S REPORT  Dr. Gambardella reported that the workforce study sent to RNs during the 2005 renewal showed that there has been no significant increase in the number of  nurses in Delaware.

Ruth Cajuste – LPN applicant, who graduated in October 2003, requests a waiver of Section 6.3.6 of the Board’s Rules and Regulations.  Applicant has completed the NCLEX-PN review course provided by Feuer Nursing Review.  Dr. Vanderwall made a motion, seconded by Mr. Mangler, to grant approval to take NCLEX-PN, noting that upon successful examination results, Ms. Cajuste must petition the Board  since she will not meet the practice requirement.   The motion was unanimously carried.

Christina Marston - PN applicant, who graduated in December 2005, asks for a waiver of Section 6.1.5 of the Board’s Rules and Regulations.  Ms. Marston has previous drug and alcohol charges in 2003 and 2004.  The charges were dismissed upon her completion of the required diversion program.  Ms. Cohee made a motion, seconded by Ms. Padula, to grant approval to take NCLEX-PN. The motion was unanimously carried.  


Aubrey Rogers – RN applicant, who graduated in December 2003, requests a waiver of Section 6.3.6 of the Board’s Rules and Regulations.  Applicant has had nine unsuccessful attempts with NCLEX-RN.  Ms. Richter made a motion, seconded by Ms. Washabau, suggesting that applicant take a course regarding test taking skills prior to taking NCLEX-RN.  The motion was unanimously carried.  


Ashley Campbell Williams– PN applicant, who graduated in June 2004, requests a waiver of Section 6.3.6 of the Board’s Rules and Regulations.  Applicant has six unsuccessful attempts with NCLEX-PN.   Ms. Padula made a motion, seconded by Ms. Richter, suggesting she should take another review course prior to taking NCLEX-PN.  The motion was unanimously carried..  

                    Angela Hicklin- PN applicant, who graduated in May 2006, requests a waiver of Section 6.1.5 of the Board’s Rules and Regulations.  Ms. Washabau made a motion, seconded by Ms. Edwards, to grant approval to take NCLEX-PN. The motion was unanimously carried.

Regina Schilling – RN applicant, with previous reprimand and restricted North Carolina license, seeks licensure approval.  Applicant has completed the terms of the reprimand and currently has an unencumbered license. Mr. Mangler made a motion, seconded by Ms. Padula, to approve licensure processing.  The motion was unanimously carried.  


Mark Warner – RN applicant, with previous 1983 charge of immoral acts before a child.  The California conviction seems equivalent to Delaware’s Probation before Judgment, with the exception of required  reporting on licensure applications. Ms. Reardon advised that the  Board’s duty under the statute was to propose to deny licensure with the applicant’s right to a hearing. Ms. Washabau made a motion, seconded by Mr. Mangler, to propose to deny licensure. The motion was unanimously carried.
Leslie Robinson - RN applicant with previous conviction of receiving stolen property in 1996. Ms. Reardon advised that this crime is listed in Section 15 of the Board’s Rules and Regulations and therefore the Board’s duty under the statute was to propose to deny licensure with the applicant’s right to a hearing. Dr. Zickafoose made a motion, seconded by Ms. Cohee, to propose to deny licensure, and that the criminal history record is received before scheduling a hearing. The motion was unanimously carried.
