Discuss On-Line Physician Profile Information - Dr. Policastro
The board was provided a copy of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Board of Registration of Medicine website information detailing how the Massachusetts board presents their physician profile information.  This information would be useful to the public, especially those querying a physician's education, training, and area of specialty, as well as disciplinary actions taken. Conduct Continued Propose to Deny Hearing on Tabled Application of Michael M. Dao, M.D.
Dr. McIntosh called the propose-to-deny hearing to order at 2:45 p.m. on the tabled application of Michael M. Dao, M.D. and explained the purpose of the hearing.  Verbatim testimony was taken by the court reporter.  Dr. Dao was not present for the hearing.  At this time, Dr. Dao's email dated May 10, 2006 was entered into the record as Applicant's Exhibit #5 and was reviewed by the board.  At 2:48 p.m., the board went off the record for the purpose of deliberating.  During this time the board took a straw vote.  At 3:10 p.m., the board came back on the record.  Dr. Marro moved, seconded by Mr. Moore, that Dr. Dao be granted a waiver of his license disqualification as set forth in Section 1720(e) of Title 24.  Motion failed for lack of 12 affirmative votes.

Review Application Filed by Steffan Fletcher, M.D. to Determine Whether Applicant Meets the Conditions for a Waiver
The board reviewed the application of Steffan Fletcher, M.D. to determine whether or not he would meet the conditions to be granted a waiver pursuant to 24 Del. C. Section 1720(e).  Dr. Policastro moved, seconded by Mr. Banks, that Dr. Fletcher be granted a waiver relative to the history of his misdemeanor conviction, and that he would continue through the licensing process.  Motion unanimously carried.  Dr. Policastro indicated that he would conduct the personal interview.
Legislative Sponsorship Letters to Senator Copeland and Representative Ulbrich Re:  Technical Correction to Statute for Obtaining Federal Criminal History Records
Ms. MacAfee advised the board that James Collins, Director for the Division of Professional Regulation had written a letter to Senator Copeland and Representative Ulbrich to solicit sponsorship for a bill that would make a technical correction to Title 24 Del. C. Section 1720(b) (6) by inserting language required by the Federal Bureau of Investigation with regard to obtaining criminal history records.  She indicated that the bill does not  have sponsorship at this time.
House Bill 418 - Allows Practitioner to Dispense Pharmaceutical Samples Without Labeling the Container
The board reviewed House Bill 418 that would allow practitioners to dispense pharmaceutical samples without labeling the container.  Following their discussion, the board requested information on how to obtain prescription monitoring profiles.  This matter will be discussed further at the next meeting with input from the Office of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs.
The board observed a brief break from 3:37 p.m. to 3:50 p.m.
